The first number of this serles appeared ten issues ago honoring Ruritania, Now we pre-
sent Brobdingnag, making a copy of the first issue of it available to the Diplomacy public,

Probdingnag was flrst published by Dick Schuliz in May 1964, making him the fourth Diplo-
macy editor to come along., The ‘zine was continued by John McCallum with issue #25 until he
in turn transferred Erob to Ed Halle with issue #90, (While John was editor, Erob became one
of THE Dippy ‘zines and carried some of the best rules and rating discussions of the day,)
After Ed's reign, Brob went into limbo until Rod Walker triefly took it over from issue #109-
115 before transferring it to Bob Ward, Brob's current editor, This thus gives Brob the
record by far for the most consecutive editors of any Dippy *zine, In case any of you are

Brobdingnag was originally set up for 1964C, This game has since become possibly the
most famous postal Diplomacy game ever played, giving rise to the now-famous "Iric Blake
hoax," What seemed to be a normal victory by John Boardman turned out, a year after the
game's conclusion, to be an incredible put-on when John admitted in Graustark #130 to using
the pseudonym of "Eric Blake,” This may not seem incredible in itself, but if you will turn
the page and look at the roster of entries, you will see that in 1964C John Boardman played
England and "Eric Blake" played Turkeyl In other words, John played two positions at once un-
‘beknownst to the other players!

John MecCallum printed a very interesting write-up on this whole affair in Erotdingnag
#68 of 7 September 1967, His summary of the game itself appears below:

1964Cs The game, to outward appearances, followed a rather traditional coursej Eoard-
man's England allied with Jim Goldman's France, against Derek Nelson's Germany, Paul Harley's
Russia also joined in the attack on Germany, leaving his home territory nearly defenceless,
Russia fell very sasily before a Boardman-"Blake," or Anglo-Turkish, attack, Turkey then
pressed on against Austrla-Hungary and easily destroyed it, In the west, war troke out be-
tween the erstwhile allies, Boardman's England and Goldman's France, In the east, "Eric
Plake" now had to face only Len Bailes' Italy, Balles put up an able defence and fought well
against vastly superior numbers, However, the concluslion of that campalgn was foredoomed,
When I took over management of the game, in Winter 1908, Italy had two forces left and obvious-
1y could not long survive, The Anglo-Turkish, or Boardman-“Blake,” alliance against Russis
had been continued against Austria, and was not in full force against France., The latter,

»=Dlayed by Goldman, had, when I took over the 'zine, about a third of the forces on the board
and was at war with both England and Turkey, each of whom also had about a third of the forces
on the board, Whati would normally have happened here would have been for the power in the
rmiddle to try to treak the alliance pattern by supporting one or other of his enemies against
the other, Needless to say, with England and Turkey controlled by the same train that did not
happen here, France was rapidly whittled down between the two glants, (Edited,)
