My favorite commtry is Russia amd I mske no bones of the fact that I prefer a Twrkish
alliance, I drew and won my first two games with Russia on a long-term Turkish allisnce, I'm
currently playing Russia in four games, 1In ome, I have 2 long-term alllance with Tuzkey. In
two others, I had one, Only in the fourth did I avoid even trying for cne, and that was due

»~10 previoue experiemce with the other player’s style of play.

There are several reasone why I prefer this alliance, Flrsi, the Blsck Sea mekes a bet-
texr defensive area than the land arsa between Austzrla and Bussla,

Second 1s the matter of nomentum, While Austria ard Russla are sopping up Tuzkey, thelr
"tacks"” are to the rest of the powers, After the fall of Turkey, Woth mist turn their forces
and tring them tmck across their territory {o attack unless ome attacks the other, In con-
trast, when Russia and Turkey have mopped up Ausiria, both are aimed out' .rd towaxd the rest
of the board, It 18 much more sensible for Turkey to go after Iialy as they have probally al-
ready locked horms over Trieste,

Third, Tinkey and Russia can much more ezsily form ihe classle “elephant and whale™ alli-
ance than can Austria and Russia, Turkey has three ceniers %o build fleets in to Ausiria®s
one, Turkey can also afford to build alncet 511 fleets due to his excelleni defensive posi-
tion while Auetria mst btuild armies in caze Italy and/or Germny (or even Bussia) prove
troublesons, Turkey also probably will only have Serbia as the only landlocked center to wor-
ry atout, as the rest can be suppurtsd by fleets, With mainly fleets, Turkey canmot atiack
Russia very well and is almosi compelied to enter the Mediterrenean for expensioen,

Fourth, a2 fast drive through Austria usually has Rusaia and Turkey ready to move on be.
fore France, England, and Germany have quite settled their differenmces. While Tuzkey has a
much better defensive position than Russia, he is between Italy and Russia whexe ltaly zay be
looking for an alliamce as Italy is most usually odd man out,

As Russia, I prefer to get toth Turkey and Italy after Austria, This gets Ausiria out of
the way faster and alse has Italy in position to help me if Turkey doesn’t fleet up or do

other naughty things. :
