The IFW West Coast Conventlon will be held on May 27, 28 and 29 at the Grange Hall in Rough &
Ready, Californis, BRough and Ready 1s located on Highway 20, four mlles west of Grass Valley about
60 miles north of Sacramento, The town that refuses to “ghost” has a populatlon of 500 and 1s at
2,000 feet altitude in the Slerra foothills. In 1B50 the town seceded from the Union and establlsh-
ed a Republic under Col, E, F. Brundage. By the way, Hough & Ready was never officially readmitied
te the Unicn!

Activitles at the conventlon will consist of Medieval, Napolecnioc, Civil War, and WWII (1387)
minlatures. Naval games shall include a medieval HO naval battle, Civil War ironclads and Jutland!
An Avalon H1l tournament wlll be conducted, supplemented by Chess, Feudal and S&T games. In addition,
some rather unilgue events are scheduled.
