These are a Franch-English
and an Austzian-Russian alliance, He may Jjust as well pack up and go home if oth of those
palrs form, Germany should thevefore hook his lucky star io 2 strong Tuwrkey (impiyirng a
Turwish alliance with Austria as first choice or Russia as secopd) and cne uesiern power,
If Tuxkey 2lilies with Avsiris, England is your best ally., In this way, Frawce, Italy and
Russia are destwoyed arnd you have good potential o stay with any of the three remsining no-
wers. Alllance with France »ill imply a nesiy mtile in Scandinaviz, This heitle could
weaken you dramaiically, Also, Gormany would e foresd to assume a larger navy than norumal
to conmbat England, If Turkey allies with Russia, France tends {0 e a botter 2lly, mt ii's
3 close deolsien, Russia-Turkey have the abilily io novwe stxuilght west and vou are iu that
mih, If you and England ave killing France, you are out of position vhen the esst aitacks.
