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WEAPONS THAT DIDN'T CHANGE THE VORID: THE SUBMARCYBOAT

THE Submarovboat picturcd cbove is bubt ono of the serics of submergible craft that
sprong from the fertile imagination and :meerfﬁct ongim.cring genius of the Polish naval
expert Count Wladislaw Whop.

WHOP was a pioncer in the ficld of undcrsea craft, and fetuslly pordated the German
and Ameorican use of submarines. He studied the work of the Americen designer Hollanc‘, and
apparently learned nothing from it. '

WHOP worked out of a factory on the Baltic coast, rentad from sn obliging Prussia
governmcnt. who belicved he was building a typo of automatic pinsetter vith vhich he 0w’
revolutionize the culture of bis native land.

. HIS first ‘ship, the Mark I, was a totally enclosed craft not unlike modern submarines
except that it had no means of propulsion. Whop planncd that the crew would be welded into
the ship and then a large group of workers would give it an energetic push towerd whatever
foreign land it was to rcach. This proposal received a2 less then enthustastic response
from both the High Command and the crew, and was abandoned after a few months.

UNDAUNTED, Whop evidenced his faith in the future of undersea craft by designing the
Mark II, This wvesscl overcame the lack of propulsion by the simple means of drilling many
holes in the bottom of the ship, The crew stuck their legs through these holes and paddled

vigorously, allowing the Mark II to achieve a reasonable though somewhat awkwari motion.
' A FASTER version of the ship was soon forthcoming, and nearly a dozen were bullt and
launched simultancously. . These Mark ITI's had additional holes along the sides through
which the crew stuck their arms and, by means of strong strokes, pushed the ship forward
at a2 much greater speed.. The Mark III had several problems. The crewmen could never
remember which arm they were to $tick through, "right" and "left" not yet having been
invented in Poland, and some crewmen would invariably position themselves backwards, lmpeding
the ship's progress. Whop's ,solution was to crew the Mark II with one armed men, but these
were difficult to find and the draft-board’s recruiting efforts were socon condemned as biing
inhumane and crude.

A MORE serious drawback was the case with which water entered the armholes, The leak-
iness of the Mark III made it excellemt for descents but difficult for resurfacing. None o
.the dozen Mark ITI's returncd frmm its malden voyage.

- THE vessel pictured herc is actually a Mark IV, or Submarowboat, which was the mos*
successful of Whop's designe. Oars protruded through holes fitted with ingenlous cork
stoppers that prevented the entrance of water, and enabled the Submarowboat to achleve.
heretofore undreamed of speeds, allowing it for the first time to travel in a direction
other thah that of the prevailing current. :

THE launghing of a large fleet of Submarowboats was treated with great enthusiasm by
the Warsaw papers. The Yarsaw Grubb, knowing however that the majority of its readers had
