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Burnout In The First Person

A lot of people toss the word "burncut” around as part of the standard
hobby Jjargen. Everybody knows what it means--gsome guy gets involved with
Dippy. adds more and more tec his invelvement, gets overlcoazaded, and drops
out of sight, leaving a trail of NMRs/orphans/bad feelings in his wake.

But that's not what burnout means tec me any more. I've been there.
I didn't fit the classic pattern, though -btecause I'm still here, active
in the hobvby, and willing +tc talk about it. Most of these who burn out
are never heard from again.

Let me tell you about burnout.

It starts with goed intentions--nobody deliberately sets off on this
course. The hobby is fun, and addictlve. It's easy to get involved, 1T
you really want to, and tie up ag much of your time as you desire. And
then some.

Sometimes (I know T did) you'll even get lots of helpful advice.
"Don*t Ttry to do everything at once.” "I never run more than X games."
"You'll get more out of each game you play if you don't play so many."
And so on and so ferth.

¥ou hear the advice, and you lcocok cver your schedule. "Well, I can
handie this much..." and ¢off you go. Things are fine for a while.

Then something changes--old Murphy resurrects his Law, and some of
your time/money/desire starts to disappear.

Gradually time begins to fly. Your zsygstems for meeting deadlines

break down, and NMRs show up--or your zine grows late. When yocur hobby
friends ask after you, 1it's "It'll be all right,” or "Everything's 0K
now," or it's a set of excuses. It deoesn't really matter which.
But the devastating part hasn't come yet. All of this is cumulative.
"I1+t'1]1 be all right" 1s the beginning of the end, if you have tfo
repeat it much. You start to lose your positions in games for multiple
NMRs. You wind up net delivering writings wvou promised. If you publish

or GM, your zinesresults get later and later.

And because this is 2all the product of good iIntentions, you start
to feel embarrassed...and, eventually, ashamed. You become afralid te
talk to even your friends, because you've let them down and you don't
think they'll understand. You've made ycur commitiments, you've Tfailed
to live up to them, and you feel like you look like the biggest liar on
the planet.

It's a cycle that starts feeding on itgelf...eventually, the hobby
press will begin to help it aleng...until, finally., the easiest thing Yo
de ig drop the wheole thing and walk away.

My personal story ends before the last line. I've been lucky--even
during the worst of it all, I've had friends sticking thelr necks out
for me, and most of what'se been written has been pretty favorable., Most
pecple aren't that fortunate.

I think the story behind the burnout story is this: Burnout starts
the moment you get down on yourself. Other causes may trigger this feeling,
or egg i1t along, but this is the key first step.

I didn't think it could happen to me, but it did. Heaven forbid that
I--or anyone else who reads this--ghould cause this to happen to anyone. '
