Edinburgh - Intelligence sources with the French troops stationed in
Edinburgh reported today that contrary to Russian claims the Russian
fleet in the Norweglan Sea does net have the Harzel Park cub scouts on
board. In a clever ruse, according to French intelligence, the Russians
have disguised a group ©f Polish grandmothers {(from Hamtramck, and not
Hazel Park) as cub scouts. What tipped French intelligence ofl was that
the Polish grandmothers mistook the neckerchiefs for pabushkas, and
have thus been using them as headscarfs. Upon hearing this the Prench
Fregldent once azgain demanded the return of the cub scoutse {and their
uniforms} to thelr mothers. He called the turn of events an interna-
tional scandsl, and lalid biame for it on Clenn Overoy II for ever
suggesting their use to the Italian government.

Hazel Park - Informed sources here repert that the United States govern-
ment has initiated a formal diplomatic protest against alleged slander
committed by the French propaganda ministry against American citizen
Glenn Cverby II. The protested utterances occurred during the continued
negotiations on the Cub Scout crisis, now in its 49h4h day since the
Russian occupation of Vienna and Bulgaria. No action is expected +to

be taken against France, thousgh, because c¢f that nation's value as

an intermediary in the negotiaticn proceses.

2t. Petersburg - The Tgar today deplored the press releases from Faris
and elsewhere describing Russian policies as "imperialist" and “expan-
sionistic". Nothing could be ﬁlﬁﬁﬁf further frem the truth. In point

of fact, we have gone nowhere without an invitation from the legitimate
government of each state involved. The legitimate lsaders of Geymany,
Turkey, Secandinavia, and the Balksne have reaffirmed their approval of
Tsarisl pelicies from their guarters in the Winter Fzlace and are even
now being installed in their rightful positions. The soc-called

leaderg of the several states will come to agree with the Tsar...

Faris - Paris fashion designers have come cut with their new spring
collecticong which feature the Russian peasant look. The new
Taghlion style is sald Yo be spreading as fast as the Russian Army,
as people throusghout France and her celonies sre burning their
clothing and dressing in Russian peasant garb.

Roma - Ttaly, war weary and exhaugted, expecting to sue peace last
winter, fights on in this Spring of 1908. Buoyed up by new hope with
the arrival cf French reinfercements in the Pizdmont and French naval
gguadrons in the central Mediterranean, the Itallan gcovernment, tot-
tering on the brink of military and economic disaster, called up the
o0ld veteransg in a iast ditch effert to stop the Russian onslaught.

One such veteran wag the rencwned General Giovanni "Chicken" Cacciatori,
who was dragged screaming from undernezath his bed at his country estate
near Capua. Some reporters say the good general displayed sheoeking
behavior and conduct unbecoming an Italian officer, even gZoing so far
as to suggest cowardice on the part of the hereo of sS¢ many military
Campaigns.

The Ministry of Propasgandsa insisted, on the other hand, that the
herc of the Viennese occcupation was verbally abusing Ttaly's enemies,
and that he was eager to return to action for his own honor and the
honor of Italiy.

Cacciatori's new command will e in the North, where he ig expected
to conduct the defense of Venlice. Anchoring the Venetian army's left
wing will be an army of PFrench volunteers, who will be assigned the
defense of the Po Valley.

Meanwhile, news that Italy's Boy Scout Commandos, former BAXAE
comrades in arms of General Cacciatori, were being returned to their
parents by the Russian navy wag received with abject jubilation by the
populace. The government requested, however, that the young men be
trangferred to French authorities in the British Isles. The Fereign
ministry urged that the Russian fleet not waste all that fuel oil to
deliver a few urching. BEver conscious of the worldwide fuel crunch, the
Ministry pcinted out that the boys, by bicycling the length of the
Britigh Isles, swimming the English Channel and hiking from Normandy
te Home could acquire no less than 42 merit badges. An unofficiaml
Russian regponse suggested that the Doys hike through the steppesg to
Siberia, swim the Bering 3eza, bilcycle the continent of North America,
and cance across the Atlantic for a total of 187 merit badges. Italizn
cfficials immediately protested, saying the scouts were of the tender-
focot class and such character building excursionsg should be reserved
for Pagle Scouts. Circumnavigating the globe is a merit badge attain-
abie by only those c¢f long scouting experience.

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Game Reviews: The Hammer of Thor, Medlical Monepely, Food Fight

Chrisimaes 1%80 is behind us now {(leaving piles of gift wrap and
shredded checkbooks in its wake, as always}, and that usually means I
have a pile ¢f new games to play. I've decided to do "capsule” reviaws
Tfor the next couple 0of months te tell you all about the latest crop...

The Hammer of Thor - publisher Gameshop, Inc., 46 Dougherty St,
Manchester, CT C6040; list price $18.95. The Hammer of Thor 1s a game
for one, twe, or more than two players (the only limit is however many
rlayers can fit around your table} based on Norse mythology. The basic
version ig & multi-player game where halfl the players are "good", half
"evil” and the odd man out nesutral. Each player starts with one god or
other creature of Norse legend, and travels the mythical planes in search
of followers and comrades - the object being first for that player’s
philoscophy te win the last battle at Ragnarok, and second tc have the
surviving characters with the greatest Reputation. (The neutral, if
present, can throw his weight t¢ elther side, or play both ends a-
gainst the middle.)

Components include over 600 cards - representing 365(%) different
creatures of the Norse legends, plus a bewildering array of iltems,
runes, predictions and the like.

This game has & heavy dose of role-playing built into it as well -
characiers have over a dozen "attributeg" used for Tighting, movement,
negotiation, seduction, "cons", and other game functions.

The Hammer of Thor is an athtractive product - both physically and
in terms of its subject. The amount of research backing this game is
staggering. The rules, however, need work - primarily from a standpoint
of organigaticn. It tecok hours to play my first game, beczuse several
unigue systems are used in the game - and I was the one to wade threough
the rulebook and two deouble-sided cards 1n order to figure things out.

Gamers with an interest in the subject matter should place this
game wery high on their buy list - bul those who are more interested
in the game than the Norse mythos should play it with a friend first
before shelling out their $20. The Hammer of Thor is an acguired taste
{how's that for a mixed metaphor) for most peoplre - I like it, but
it's net for everyone.

Medical Mgnocpoly - publisher Professional Games, Inc., FO Box 1903,
Chicago, IL 606903 list price unknown. Medical Monopoly is a two to
four player game - each player is a doctor with hisfher ownn hospital,

and the object is to fill all twelve beds with patients. This i1s done
by diagnosing illregses from their symptomg, and having the needed
drugs, eguipment, or what have you to treat them.

The bposrd 1s a typlical "racetrack"” type: in addition to the Oiffice
Visit and First Aid spaces (which cause you to draw cards to attempt
your diagnoses), there are varioug services such as the Pharmacy, the
Operating Room, and the X-Ray lab that players may rent to treat their
patientis, and disaster spaces such as Smallpox Epidemic and Typhoid
Fever Carrier (oh, horrors!),

My complaint arises only because I own the company's cother game
Trizl Lawyers the games are too similar mechanically. In fact, I had
to bite my tongue to keep from admitting jurors to my jury box after
4 successful diagnesis - that says it all. Medical pMonopely is not a
demanding test of skill - to put it charitably - but it has educational
value, particularly for 10-16¢ year clds, and it is a pleasant way
to spend a short time.

Food Fight - publiched in Dragon #44; publisher Dragon Publishing,
PC Box 110, lake Geneva, WL 531L7; price $3. Here lies a sleeper - in
the vein of Snit's Revenge and The Awful Green Thinggs From Quter Space.
Foed Fight turns two to four players into high schoel students at lunch
hour, trying desperately %2 smear their fellow students with as much goo
=2 possible, while staying cut of the faculty's clutches for 10 turns.

There's plenty of variety In this game; it's quick, and it's fun.
