1. I presume you saw Ron Brown's comments
on Caruso's FIM in SNAFU! Ron is a pretty calm
and objective observer, and he certainly objectr
t> the kinds of things which have been going on
in FIM.

The argument as to why they differ from
postal games is that in local or phone games,
most (if not all) of the negotiation ic by voice,
and is often face-to~-face. There are people,
the argument goes, who do much better negotiatim
that way than in writing. HNow, that is certainly
true, but the question is whether it is signif-
icant in relation to postal games. As a matter
of fact, many postal games include negotiations
which are by phone or in person. There are
many vlayers who consider themselves more persua-
sive in talking than writing, and they often think
nothing of investing in a lot of long-distance
calls. Obviously only some players have this ad-
vantage, but I don't hear anyone calling for any
postal games to be declared "irregular"!" just
because one or more of the vlayers could afford
LD calls. Considering the vagaries of mail
across the US-Canadian border, it seems to me
that you have a better case for vutting the "ir-
regular' label on games which include players in
both countries. Or at least not rating such
gamese.

My own opinicon is that a game should be rated
unless there is a compelling reason, related
to that game, for not doing so. The "reasons!
advanced for not rating e-mail games are not only
not compelling, they are not logical, not rele-
vant, and (which is the worst) not toleran t.
