Kirp, "One"; MacGregor, “From A Christian Ghetto®; Vonnegut,
"Player Piano"; and others. This era, the Second Iadustrial
Revolatior, would itseif come to an end. almost certainly in
4 noclear holocanst (see, & g., Hoxley, "Ape and Esseace® and
Graves, “Watch the Northwind Rise®). Ia such futore stites
as Kew Crete, the New Christian Empire, amd {he Second Incs
Empire, the struggle between the GSmiths and O‘Briems, tLhe
Christs apd Inquisitors, aust inevitably conlinge. Bat we
most always keep ir mind that no historical sitwation cam
fast forever. winsion Smith was & faithfal servamt of 2
state which seemed to have won an altimite and permaneat
victory. And the fact that he challenged that state, Bhowever
gnseccessfolly, demonstrates {he inbereat weatness of suth
structares in which they must altimately find their owa
demise, jast a5 Oceania had done by the early vyears of the
2ist Century. The only question is whether the OQ‘Briems, the
controllers. cam svery win a permansmt victory. Insofar as I
can tell, even a5 jate a5 the 100,080 Cemtary (see Asimov,
