_[In Spain, during the month of November,
1936 when Francd forces were approaching
Madrid, the Republican gov't panicked and
fled while the residents rushed to the
city's defensel

"The flight took the road which goes
from Madrid to Valencia via Tarancon, a
village situated 40 km from Madrid. The
- remains of a unit which had fought at Si-
‘guenza were there. The responsible dele-
gate, the anarchist Villanueva, was to be-
come famous. He didn't knon;whaf had hap-
'pened in the capltaI any more than the men
but he had been ordered by the Defense Com-
mittee of the CNT to stop any flight from
Madrid and to disarm all those who came
under his control. .

"The mllltiamen, guns in hand, stopped
the ministers. The following dialog took
vlace: 'Where are you going?' 'To Valen-
cia:.' 'Why?' ‘A special mission.' (Spe-
cial missions were ‘a la mode', every cow-
ard invented ome. So the militiamen were
not impressed.)  'You are cowards. Return
to Madrid.' Some of the ministers, ashamed
obeyed. Others insisted on going forward.
'Then leave your arms' Villanueva cried out,
'you won't need them in Valencia.'

"Just then Pedro Rico, Mayor of Madrid
arrived, huddled in the corner of the car
and panic visible in his face. The militia-
men, seeing him, started to laugh. 'You
too, you want to flee, you coward!' Rico
tried to justify himself. 'We should put
you up against the wall!' The Mayor started
back towards Madrid where he hid in a for-
eign embassy...

"A caravan of cars advances. The
militiamen stop them. One voice is heard:
'Free the way! There are ministers here.'
'All those inside must get out of the cars'
Villanueva answered. One of them introduced
himself to Villanueva: 'This is too much.

I am the Minister of Foreigh Affairs and I
am going to Valencia.' 'Your duty as minis-
ter is to stay with the people in this dra-
matic hour. Fleeing, you demoralize the
fighters." Other ministers came up, the
Minister of Public Instruction and of Agri-
culture, the Communists Jesus Hernandez and
Vicente Uribe. Villanueva had them dis-
armed. 'What are you going to do?' 'To-
morrow I will put you in the front lines
vhen we go into battle.' 'This is criminal.
'It would be worse if I shot you as you
deserve." : :

[After a telephone consultation, Villa-
nueva finally and reluctantly released the
ministers upon the recommendation of the
Madrid CNT committee. The ministers ran to
Valencia, while Villanueva and his unit
went to Madrid the next morning to fight.

~He saw further combat at Casa de Campo and

finally at Teruel where he died leading a
brigade againgt the Italians and Germans.
