2. FACH Vinter keep a runing total of supply centers owned by
each great power, Note if a country has fewer units than he has supply
for, if thls occurs, Record the player hkstory--that 1s; who played
what ocountry, if a player ls dropped or resigned (it is VERY import-
ant to note the difference). When the game is done send this supply
center chart to me or include it in your publication, I will repro-
duce it in Rogues' Gallery and mail 1t to all concerned, Without this
effort on your part it would be necessary to reconstruct the game fpom
the back coples of your zlne! A sample supply center chart follows
on the next page so that you can see how to set one up in a manner
that is easlily readable and usable.

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Interpretation of these results i1s made more meaningful by knowlng
the basis of the Rogues' Gallery system, In that system 240 points,
pluas or minus 15 pts., is awarded the winner (the varlation being
dependant upon the number of centers held at the end of the game),
411 survivors get 340 points,minus the winner's points, to divide up
anong them depending on how many centers they hold. Players 1ln a
draw recelve a percentage dependant on the number of players in the
draw and an award depending on how many centers they hold, this ranges
between 35 and 170 points for 1 center in a six way draw and 17 cen-
ters in a 2 way draw.
With this in mind I have calculated the points galned because of wins
only, because of wins plus draws, because of wins,draws & survivals,
because of wins, draws and survivals minus eliminations, becasue of
ellminations only, and an average based on pts fvom all wins and draws
divided by the total number of wins and draws,

Based on wins alone we find Russia clearly ahead with 39 wins
for 9470 points and Italy dead last with 16 wins for 3850 points.
When draws are included France and Austria change 3 and 4 th places
as France has entered in a larger number of draws than Austita, When
all positive pts are calculated we find Turkey taking over #1 spot
from Russlia, as Turkey has survived storngly in many more games than
Russia. Aaustria, which has a poor survival record, slips lower in the
ratings to 6th, ijow we subtract eliminations from all posltive gains
and find bngland alsc passing RBussia and Austria going to the bottom,
The elimination column points out this huge lose to austria and small
number of eliminations of France, Turkey and England! Finally an
average gain, if you have won or have been 1ln a draw 1s given. Note
Austita moving way up in that list., Thus Austria survives poorly, but
when it does survive it does well, Italy and Germany Just do not
have a great deal goling for them., Emen when they surv¥e 1t is at a
few centers instead of making a strong finish., Notice that Austria
and Russia are in the same do or die situation, elther they do well
or get elliminated,

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Move Analysis and Tactics
by Leanrd Lakofka

In last month's column we took up the toplc of 'secotra, and prief-
1y démomstrated one analysis, The tople of analysis of moves, and its
relation to gane tactics, 1s the next point of dicussion. Tactlcs
involve themselves with good play in the actual move portions of the
game, both when hostilities open ad when they are inprogress.

Too many »layers make the "obvious" moves when better tactical
moves are avallable, and thus they defeat the pupose of the move
portion of each year. Whlle the EVENTUAL goal is control of supply
centers, the INNHEDIATH goal 1s securlng territory already under your
domalin and extending your sphere of influence,while maintaining
a good defensive posture, It is far better to take two years to galn
one supply center than to take two centers in one year, IF the conse-
guences of this more ranid expansion is that three players attack yout
Greed is a sin that 1s rarely forglven 1in Diplomacy. You can be assur-
ed that the most competant players are Just walting for a good and valid
excuse to attack; one that will be condoned by the other players.
Pooor play and greed are the best two excuses forsuch an attackt

A move can have three goals; to develope, to attack, and to galn
positi~n, Bach goal ig different and the msans of attainlng each must
become part of your moving repetory,.

The positional and developmental moves differ in the reaction pro-
voked by each, A positional move has the advantage of not *rovek-
ing hostllites (1ln most cases) but gives a firm base to launch a SUR-
PRISE attack or to make a sound defense without invoking undue sus-
ricion by an opponent. A developmental move giveS aN: EVENTUAL
advantage 1n a later attatk, I shall explaln all three by example.

FALL MOVE, SITUATION

GiRMANY: A LIEL, ¥ BALTIC, A BURG plus a sure bulld in the winter.

Russia; A MNCS, A UKR, A FIN build statls 1s the same, (In thils,
and all other examples any other pleces and countries will just not be
considered.)

If you play A kiel-B:R, a bur-MUN, f bal-BOTH, then B A KIEL you
have thrown surprise away! Hussia can oounter build in Wgr or STP
and 1likely stalemate you very easlly.

If, however, I' Bal #d, A Kiel H, A bur-Mun then A ber, you have made
no aggressive moves toward  Hussia, Your bulld 1s Nerlin becauge it
was the ordy center ocpen.

Very llkely, Russia will not make the best counter-build or even
suspect an all out attack, If he makes a good counter-build you have
not already stumbled into a war by moving into his domain, You &1l
have freedom to go in another direction and blde your time. If, how-
gver, all goes well, in the spring move: a ber-PRU, a mun-SIL,

Finally, let me discuss a bit more on style and mix. A player's
'style' is the way he handles the 'mix' avallable to him. A good
player who consistently favors one type of 'point' is the 'mix' is
easily spotted and countered, A good player will use and vary the
'mix', in accord with the ‘style' of the other players and his own
sense of good play and originality.

A player may be very conservative, moderate, bold, brash or stupldi
A Conservative player will always defend centers already captured
from Just about every possible aggresive move from a potential senemy,
(He 1s a Bill Buckly type if he defems against his Allies in add-
ition to his enemies.) He becomes a moderate 1f he gi¥es major att.
entlon to defense, but will attack when he sees an opponent that 1is
very likely to defend himself. The bold player favors strong posit-
ional developmental and attacking moves and wlll make only the nec-
essary defensive moves., The brash players makes development moves,
but favors strong attacking with only a modicum of defenslive moves.

A stupld player charges like a bull in a China shop, attakelng
blindly into the fray.

Analyis of a player's past games are a good and valild guide to his
‘style' of play and also tells you if he is relikble or not, Just
because you note that a player has made an error in a move in a pst
game must always be lookkd at with the concepts of mix and style in
mind. A player should never be faulted for a bold move!
