ITALY Ttaly is mostly surrounded by water, with two neighbors, France and Austria.

Tts normal build is one., I think thst this country is the most deceptive on the board.
It looks insignificant, without much power and poor prospect of attack due to its acces:
to only two countries. You have nothing to brag about when you inherit Italy.

But you should take a second look. First, Italy canonly be attacked by only two
countriés, true? False! It is possible on a purely tactical point, but strategical
interest precludes any early attempt by either one. Austria cannot ignore Russia, and
Yrance cannot ignore England, An early attack on your country is highly improbsle.

It amcunts to suicide for the one who undertakes it., Diplomatically speaking, Italy
has much to bargain with, Some possibilites: with France, neutrality; with England
ond Germany, alliance against France; to Austris-lungary, neutrality; with Turkey
awi Russia, alliance against Austria, Depending on where Italy shifts his forces, the
wadle situation ¢an be changed. Ttaly has the role of orchestra leader, he setls the
tempo for everyone else to dance to,

Italy's major problem is one of expansion. Three courses of action are available.
To operate against France requires building fleets. Fleets can be used for defense of
water-surrounded Ttely. In this course of action, your fleets must be moved away from
your eastern possesions towards France. In order to succeed, you need at least an alli:
with England, and Germany if possible. But if you are delayed too long in this course ¢
action, your eastern area will become endangered. To move against Austria is another
course of action, this one requiring armies. Armies are not as suitable for defense of
Italy as fleets are, because Italy is more vulnerable to fleets than armies. Operation
against Austria means that you divert your strength from the south coast, and you need
Russian and Turkish alliance. As a rule, Russia should be a fairly reliable ally., In
this operation, speed is also necessary. You must defeat Austria in time to meet the
threat of a growing France. A strong French power could be very dangerous as a menace
to your southern areas. Your final course of action is a combination of the other two.
You can put pressure on both France and Austria, reserving your final decision until
other countries show their intentions. Thsre is a slight danger here from a French-Aust
alliance forming against you. It is only minor because both countries are not entiredy
free to operate against you in the opening meves. '

A waiting policy should not be considercd by Italy. The power Italy has to determin
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the pattern of the game evaporates rapidly. Surrounding countries w:.ll form- aga:l.nst
you if they see a passive stance.

Two armies and three fleets should provide a satisfactory defense for Ttaly.

Remember: Move swiftly, whatever your course- of action; and do not allow other
countries to cement alliances. An active policy by you should amnihilate some, and
force the rest to ally with you for their own good.
