May he it was just because
he attacked tha loosing without any reason, but the point is maybe he didn't
stab, maybe he was just playing a standard war style game and now he is a
stabber {or at least he was called so;, and he hegins to helieve it.)} He may
ask the player why he called him a stabher and the player will reply
that since they both had corresponded then any attack would be considered a
stab. Some people do think this way. The new player then gets into another
game and writes no one so he won't he considered a stabber and he looses miser-
ably and quits the hobby altcgether. I have ncticed a trend towards nct writing
scmething te the other nlayers. My feeling it is because of the above reason.
