The War Minister
reported that the Tzar was not pleased with the "friendship" shown by the
British who had reportedly offered to consider joining an alliance with the
Tzar against the Kaiser as scon as the Germans had made some nrogress against
the Prench. The Tzar had previously informed the War Minister that the GER
and The English governments were to be considered noh-beligerant. The War
Minister further reported that tbe Foréigh Ministry was awaiting some word
from the German government ag tc their complicity ih this matter.
