England and Germany moved against Prance, as was nredlcted more interesting is the
forceful move against Russia. My feeling is that the early Russian move may have been
prompted by the apparent stalemate in the east. 1In any event, hoth allies are now way nut'
on a limb, for an effective French attack has been sacrlflced and Prance is indeed mov1ng
qulckly with counterplay against the exposed English North Atlantic front. In the east,
RusSia has blunted the German landward thrust with A Gal-Sil {note how much play Russia




Jues out of the single army, ~hich will Iikely retreat to Warsaw) and the surprise
Italian move on Austria promises to draw off crueial sunport*ﬁhr the Russian offensiv=e.
Italy's move agalnst Bustria is the most surprising of the anlnq*Season, It is
definitely a big gamble for Italy, the two Turkish fleets have “Rome" written all over them.
However, if France remains tied up in the west _and if Russia will keep Turkey honest with
his F Blk, he does have changes. Alternatively, a new cdeal with Austria, now that Germany
has gone east, is also passible. '
The Russo-Turkish alliance is still very much alive, despite the German move east.
With Italy to helpr, Austria should fall relatively fast. Russia will still have heavy qgring
in the north in the short run, but if he can hold out, French counterplay promises to draw off
the attackers. Turkey is in gno? shape to press ahead vs. Lustria now and Italy a little
later, so long as RF 21k can be kent friendly, If Russia starts to fall, 2 quick rnush
north to pick up some of the pieces is not inconceivable.

. France and Austria appear to be the odd men out. As usual, this appears more serious
for Austria than Italy. Austria may hang on by the skin of his teeth this year, for next
year, let’s just say he's fighting "against the odds". France does not look all that
badly off at all. He won't ‘get Balgium,; but Germany won't get Durgandy and F Mid-Nat
definitely puts England con the defensive. The long term situation is more "iffy", but that
ig too far ahead to predict for now.
