What else can a nerson
tell a novice in one sentence? This, Play position, agree with any and every-
cne and lend a little mystery tc veur sslf. There are five pnsitions that
can play this way very easily, France, England Italy, Rusaia & Turkey. The
cther two Germany and Austria can he touch and go. I'm not saying all games
can be played like this, hut you'd be surprised at the number that eould; at
least if the players involved played heads up Dirlomacy. Of course there are
always those penple that either don't know the games concepts or just nlain
can't play.- Often-times They don't last -long -anyway., . (Residas I Adan't want
to get off on this). There have been a large number of games I've witnessed
or played in where a herson writes twe or three times hetween moves and when
in doubt makes phone calls. { a whrnle nother subiject) When this starts to
happen a kell shoulAd ring, becanse this guys ur to something. If a person
simrly locks at everything from a tactical posjition he'd bhe surrriset some-
-timeg at what's there or what he cruld create. Often this tyne of nlayer is
susceptable to a stab or easy manirulatien. Don't be snowed by phrne calls ox
eloguent letter writing. Play your rosition and try a little B.S. yourself,
This is a geod time for some mystery (if vou've created any) to be used. If
you've agreed with what every one has saif then you should have three or four
friendly nations. Now all you Ao is nick.your target. Remember playing
the middle against the ends is a difficult task.

Often, if the other players sense this vour pasition can he short lived,
Some players even gain reputations for this style.

Two lon'ts in correspmndence, don't get bhellinerant or greedv and don't
nretend to he the actual, nelitical head of any country. In nress it's fine,
but writing letters as the King of Enalan® or Czar of Russia does more harm
than good.

I read your article on rating game zines with great interest. I would
like to 2dd my own viewpoints to what you said.

First, I would say a publisher doez owe something to his subbers. No
"yesses or noes" about it. If an offer is made (tn run games) and money is
acceptec {when you sub and pay game fees), then you feserve the service promised.
The amount of Money rendered or the pubber's losses or profits has nnthing
to do with responsibility, and that's the issus. The pubber has a rosponsibility
to his subbers hecause he promise® a service (symholized by his acceptance of
money in return £or his promise).

My stance on pubber responsiibility may seem harsh but I feel there are
many publishers who cpenly or secretly feel the same way. Infact, the good
purlishers are the resmonsible one, right? Jerry Jones is one of these.

HOW TO PLAY
by Jochn Caruso

This is a general discription in how to nlay Diplomacy. Or should I
say, my idea of how it should be played. First and most important, find out
what country you are and whom your opponents are. When you write, write to all
of your neighboring countries. Also write to anycne else you think may he
of great assistance to you. Feel as many players out as possible. Of course,
everyone will probably lie between their teeth in 1901, but by 1902 vou will
know where ycu stand. When this is established, create your game rlan and
play it aut to the end. Most rlayers play a crnservative game. No one likes
to make enemies or take unneccessayy chances, Dut if you're in trouble, taking
a chance may helr your position, or even gain you an ally or friend. At least
it will gain you respect from your opnonents. But don't take a foolish chance.
Only a reasonable one. High risk moves are also a good idea if you have a -
strong alliance and want to eliminate an opronent more aquickly. %ut don't = -
fcrget to always keep your mind an? eves open to all ideas and theaters on
the beard.

I have foun? most nlayers in general are methodical. What I mean by this
is that they will move A-B, then DB=C, then C-D ete., with X,Y, & Z supporting
it. This is what I consider conservative. It's not a bad way to play, but
if intending te accomplish something,speed is usually of importance. A
gambling move would be viewed as A-D with X,Y, &2 going elsewhere.

There are other items which are good to follow when nerforming dimlomatic
functions. Unless you intend to commit Hari-Kari, answer all letters. Try
to be approxamately truthful. This way, if you're in need of that player later
vou can go back and say "See, I've never lied to you yet!"™ If yvou've lied to him
you will not he able to sway him, unless he's stupid or simple.

Alsc, don't pass on too much infoxmation. You may even be ahle to bargain
for a 8C or a cease fire for some vital information, though I've never seen
it come true in a game yet. Usually, it pou keep feeding true information,
you make friends. If you're allied strongly, anything goes. Letter exchanges,
rhone calls, and common support and intermingled units.

Well that’s how I wiew "How To Play Dipliomacy." You can take it or leave
it for what its worth,
