The following rules clarifications/corrections from Avalon Hill were published in Protozoan #137 and are in effect
in this (and all other) games of HOTW:

1. Crusades get +1 to each die (for weaponry), face Difficult Terrain when attacking from the sea, and may

only attack lands adjacent to previously conquered Lands.

2. Attacking from West Deccan into East Ghats face Difficult Terrain.

3. Disasters remove a Fortress. (As the Fortress rule is not being used in this game, this does not apply.)

4. Japan starts in Honshu; Fujiwara starts in Hokkaido.
Also, a clarification needs to be made to some of the Event Card listings: you cannot put more than one fort per land
(and, as previously mentioned, Fortresses are not being used).

EMPIRES FOR TURN 1: (1) EGYPT - Bowen; (2) MINOANS - Goode; (3) INDUS VALLEY - Bailey;

NOTE: Normally, events are played in the "A" portion of a turn, but in this case, nobody knew what Empires they
were playing in Turn 1 until after Turn 1A. For Turn 1 only, Event cards to be played need not be declared until
1B, where they can be played. Your orders cannot mention more than two of your Event cards, because technically
you must declare up to two Event cards to be played before you do anything else.

ORDERS NEEDED FOR TURN 1B: Event cards to be played, movement orders, and who to pass your Turn 2
Empire card to (since the order of passing is not known, you must name all six players in preference order). For
this turn only, you may make moves conditional upon Event Cards declared (but not played, unless that player goes
before you). If anybody objects to writing moves without knowing that Events other players have announced,
I will stop the turn after Events are announced and continue Turn 1 in the next issue.

THE FIVE MOST DANGEROUS WORDS ON THE INFORMATION SUPERHIGHWAY:
"MY NAME IS DAVE RHODES"

Just when you thought "junk mail FAXes" were the last straw comes the "Internet Pyramid Scheme". For those of
you not familiar with Internet, one of its features is its "newsgroups”, a set of about 2000 different topics to which
computer users send, or "post", items of interest. (For example, the group "rec.sport.pro-wrestling" has any number
of comments on how Wrestlemania X went, while "alt.fan.ren-and-stimpy" will contain comments on how the show
has gone downhill fast since R&S's creator left.)

Occasionally, a large number of newsgroups will have the same article, titled "MAKE MONEY FAST", and
invariably it starts with "My name is Dave Rhodes". It then goes on to tell Dave's story of how he was laden down
with bills but now he has more money than he knows what to do with, and it's "100% legal". At the end of his
remarks is a list of ten people; send $1 to the person at the top and - this is the "legal" part - ask that person to send
you his "address list". Since he is providing a service, this is no longer an "illegal pyramid scheme". Then, make
five copies, put your name at the bottom, move the other names up one (removing the name at the top), and post
them to five new newsgroups or send them to five people. Even if a small fraction of the people respond, you'll still
make thousands of dollars. (Somebody tried this in the hobby a few years ago.)

PROBLEM: Despite the claim that "these people are providing a service", since it's obvious that the address
lists aren't actually used for anything, this is ILLEGAL, and anyone involved is subject to anything from a slap on
the wrist (if caught soon enough) to fines and/or imprisonment (if masterminding one of these things). Besides,
there is NO guarantee that you will see ANY money. Any guarantees can be disproven using the following theory:
assume all money that changes hands goes through the Internet Bank. Since every dollar that goes in immediately
comes out, the total amount that goes in equals the amount that goes out. If everybody makes money, everybody
must take more money out than they put in - but this is impossible if the total put in equals the total put out.

You want money? Ask the people at "rec.gambling"...
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
