On the other hand, Kendter issues BN's wiith reliability, whlle my handllng
of the MN s has been notably lax. You take what you can get.

It has also come to mgx attention that Kendter isn t giving BN s to phone
games. Is this ocorrect? This strikes me as peculiar, if so. Phone ganmes
~are entirely legitimate within the purV1ew€9f the Diplomacy rules. .Further-
more, I recall that when I first got into the hobby (727 737 there were a
number of phone games in MNew York, all with Boardman numbers. In fact, when
I started a Diplomacy game at my school in which the players gave their moves
to the GM once per week and diplomacy could be conducted at any time face-to-
face, the Boardmam Number Custodian was glad to give that game a BN.
