DALComments: An Apostrophe by Guy Hail

In April of this year I learned there was to be a
convention in Dallas. DALCON'S81 had a heavy em-
phasis on fantasy role-playing games, giving away .
$200 cash and a trip to GENCON XIV in prizes to win-
ning teams. But the convention. organizers also
scheduled Diplomacy sessions.

We (my wife Libby & [) had intended to pre-
register and save a few dollars, but we knew we could
not attend the opening evening of the convention, be- *
cause that Friday was bonus day at work, and we
needed the money to pay for the trip to the conven-
tion. I wrote to DALCON and askedr what the starting
times were for the Dipiomacy sessions and they replied
with (in a letter received June 1) their preconvention
literature which lacked start times.

Well, we decided to take a chance and drive to
Dallas Friday evening, June 35; Dallas isn't far away,
only about 3% hours. We arrived two hours before
the convention would close for the night and the staff
graciously allowed us to wander through the thinning
ranks of gamers to see what struck our fancy. [ asked
a staff organizer why no start times were sent out in
their publicity. He replied that until the last minute
Richland College wanted the con to close at 10 pm (it
aventually stayed open till midnight).

Then I asked about Diplomacy sessions. The
staffer [ spoke to asked my name and remembered my
postcard about the start times (he even had it at the
door!). He explained only fourteen players had
signed up for the lst round (Friday night, which we
missed), and fourteen for the 2nd round Saturday
morning (not all the same players as friday evening's
list). Because we did not want to be 15th & 16th on
the list when 14 made two full boards, [ asked now
we could be accommodated. He replied that since
Italy had no chance to win, only 6-player boards were
peing offered (and not all 14 had shown up on Friday).
Thus, on Saturday only 5- and 6-man boards would be
olayed.

Still undecided about whether or not to attend the
next day, my Libby & I wandered to the room where
Diplomacy was being played. One game had finished
by concession as we entered, and on the other board
LSD's own Mark Johnson (198lA) was doing well as
Turkey. Mark was keeping the diplomacy time periods
on his watch (!), and the players were discussing if
a particular move succeeded. There was no GM.

The prospect of spending $50+ in lodging, food,
and convention fees) to play on a S-man board with-
out a GM was most discouraging, and we returned to
Austin the same night. I'l go again next year (be-
cause the staffer promised a con lasting until 2 am),
and I'd like to thank the DALCON staff for being very
nice to me and my wife, and for putting on the con
(but better luck next vear), and an "I'm sorry" to
everyone who expected me to be there.

Finally,
if you want to take a leave of absence from your game
you can 1) submit orders and resign, 2} appoint a
stand-in (of your own choice or from my standby list)
until you return, 3) negotiate with the GM for another
option. Surrendering control to another playver is not
permitted.
