CERMANY: Doug Tatsch

Playing in Armadillo has been a most rewarding
and educational experience., My compliments and
gratitude go to my allies, John Koehler (Italy) and
John Daly (Russia), for a well played game.

Although Koehler and I had our rough periods
and were perhaps not always as honest with each
other as we could have been, we did achieve a common
goal. Daly proved to be not only my strongest and
mQst consistent ally early on, but he was also a
steadying factor in getting the triple alliance through
the tense and dangerous years near the end, when
France and Austrai were on the ropes, and allied
forces began to meet each other in occupied territory.

I entered the game as the Germany standby in
F04. At that time Germany was being kicked out of
France, while Britain moved to the east and north in
response to the threat posed by Russian control of
Scandinavia. In fact, since Italy had had a hand in
blunting Germany move west by annihilating German

A Pie, I faced the possibility of hostilities on all sides:

a strong Russia in Scandinavia, Britain and France in
a solid front moving east, and Italy potentially hostile
in the south. My only natural ally, Austria, was.
totally committed to a Russian alliance pulping Turkey
as was no help.

Two rays of sunshine were prjected into this
bleak picture. First, because he was in the unenvi-
able position of being stuck between a strong France
and a strong Austria, Italy talked peace. Second,
Russia offered a long-term alliance against first Brit-
ain and then France. Since . my primary concern was
the Anglo-French dagger aimed at my frontier in the
Low Countries, I took him up on it. I couldn't have
asked for a better or more cooperative ally. Although
the threat of a Russian stab was always a real danger
to me, Daly never made a move in that direction.

The R-G offensive against Britain was methodical

and inevitable--particularly once I gained the North
Sea. We were aided by the French reluctance to
pressure me on the continent. Britain was not only
left alone in the beginning to face the G-R alliance,
but-~-once his defenses had been breached--he was
stabbed by France.

In the south, Turkey was crushed by an A-R
alliance, following which Austria was effectively
squeezed by an I-R alliance. An I-F truce in the
Med helped prompt the French stab of Britain., At
this time I began to dangle the prospect of an alliance
against Russia in front of France. Of course, all I
really wanted was to set up France for the killing
stab, but I was surprised by the opening I was pre-
serited. France, obviously worried by the Russian
threat to the north and enticed by the prospects of
picking up supply centers from Britain and Italy (who
was open to a stab from the west because of his anti-
Austrian campaign), against Italy. I flowed across
the border with my armies, and France never recov-
ered, although France's naturally strong defensive
position delayed the outcome until Russia and Italy
helped close the vise.

There were only two instances when I felt the
triple alliance was really in danger. The first came
when Austria was eliminated, and Italy and Russia
faced each other in the Balkans. Russia held what
1 felt was a decisive advantage in number of units
and position. He was within a half-dozen centers of
winning and had that many within reach by ‘'stabbing
Italy and me. This potentially dangerous situation
was defused by a well-conceived withdrawal on both
sides to an agreed upon truce line. The second oc-
casion was when Ted Fuss took over France near the

ITALY: John Koehler

This game began in Jack Brawner's FLYING
DUTCHMAN, a good zine which unfortunately did not
make it. Then called "The Monitor*, we were res-
cued by Mike Conner and renamed "Armadillo®.

Having found a new home, we took a few seasons
settling in, and after a few player changes we were
set for what proved to be an exciting game. John
Daly (Russia) and I had been nominally allied be-
fore the zine change. During the unsettied period
of 1903-04 we determined that the alliance worked
well. John also arranged an alliance with Doug
Tatsch, who had replaced Bill Buck as Germany. Be-
cause of poor communication, Doug and I occasionally
clashed along our mutual border in Tyo, but Daly
was always able to bring us back together. He de-
serves a great deal of credit for keeping a difficult
alliance together.

A few notes about the other players: Bern
Sampson put up a spectacular defense of Turkey, in
spite of the fact that Austria changed hands twice -
during his final seasens.

AND THEIR RELATION TO DIPLOMACY

In the first article I discussed a number of fic-
tional countries which existed in the area of the play-
ing board, at the time the game takes place (around
1901), and which appeared in works published during
the fad for such things (1894-1914, roughly). I did
not go into much detail on the actual places themselves;
anyone interested in more information, including maps,
should note that during early 1983 I will publish that
material in #6 of my fantasy fanzine, PELLENNORATH.
(Trypheme will not be included; that will come later,)

In this article I propose to look at fictional
countries which are within the area of the playing
board (at least presumably), and may be presumed to
be in existence in 1901, but generally appeared in
literary (or other) works published mostly after 1914, .
or before 1894. Some of them are in fact quite recent.
These names are also good cbservances of the original
tradition for naming Diplomacy zines--in fact, many
have been sc used. :

Perhaps the most famous of these, and justly so,
is Poitesme, a kingdom occupying a small corner of
southern France. Poictesme was the creation of James
Branch Cabell and is the setting of a large number of
novels and stories, of which the most famous is Jurgen
(published 1919). The bulk of Cabell's work appeared
after 1914, but in scme ways he represents a continua-

~tion of the fad we've previously discussed. He
mentions in one of his early letters an ambition to
write a series of novels that "will sell like...Prisoner
of Zenda". POICTESME was the name of a zine pub-
lished by Bruce Schlickbernd in the 70s. This can
be pronounced either as pwah-temm or as ptooey.

Two very recent works by major sf authors are
set in Malacia, a small city-state on the Illyrian coast
which may well have continued to exist in 1901
(although perhaps not 1901 on th/s world). Malafrenc
by Ursula LeGuin is set in Orsinia, and a set of
stories, Orsinian Tales, has also appeared. I've not
read these yet, so perhaps my assumption that we are
dealing with a European location is not correct.

Fairy tales are often set in imaginary kingdoms,
but usually these are not given any names. One ex-
ception is A. A. Milne's Once Upon A Time, which
deals with the Kingdoms of Euralia and Barodia. And
there have been short-lived dipzines named for these
places. Another such tale is William Makepeace T
Thackeray's The Rose & the Ring, which is set in
Paphlagonia and Crim Tartary. The latter is a name
actually used for the Khanate of Krim (the Crimea),
which came to an end in 1783. Finally, there are a
number of short books by Tove Jansson set in Moomin-
land, a place somewhere on the Gulf of Finland.
Originally in Finnish, they are available in English
translation in inexpensive paperbacks. .

Mythical countries are often the settings of
humorous works, as we will see. However, one
superb serious (well, semiserious) novel with a setting
in a fictional country is Vladimir Nabokov's Pale Fire.
It is set partly in the Kingdom of Zembla, which on
my reconstruction is an island-state 200 miles long in
the Baltic. An article and map on this appeared in
PELLENNORATH 1. (A copy is available from me for
$1, in case anybody is interested.) The novel itself
is a unique construction: it consists of a poem of 999
lines, in iambic pentametric couplets, plus extensive
notes on the poem. Interestingly, the poem has very
little to do with the novel, which is told in the notes,
which frequently do actually explain the poem.

Robert Lewis Taylor's Adrift in g Boneyard. Much of
the novel is set in the Balkan kingdom of Poderkagg,
and its capital, Gastritis. No dipzine has ever been
named after Poderkagg, but there will be further dis-
cussion of it in a third article devoted to fictional
countries created or expounded within the postal Dip-
lomacy millieu.

Probably the best-known fictional country used
as a setting for a humorous work is Grand Fenwick,
appearing in two books by Leonard Wibberley, The
Mouse That Roared and The Mouse on the Moon. Both
have been made into movies as well (the former with a
tour-de-force triple role for Peter Sellers, in which
the cute Duchess Gloriana is transformed into a dow-
ager). THE GRAND FENWICK GAZETTE was a one-
shot z2one published by Charles Wells and accounting
a ftf game played in North Carolina. The tradition of
the sf con or get-together "one-shot" slopped over
briefly into Diplomacy, and a few others have appeared
(including two other GRAND FENWICK GAZETTEs),
but somewho the tradition has never really caught hold.

Another novel of this.sort is one of George
MacDonald Fraser's "Flash" novels, Royal Flash. This
is set in the Grand Duchy of Strakenz, and has aiso
been made into a movie.

Now that we're on movies, let's turn to the
stage and the silver screen as sources for fictional

countries. We've already mentioned the Mark Brothes
film, "Duck Soup", the source for Freedonia and
Sylvania. We should also here mention Peter Ustinov's
"Romanoff and Juliet", set in Concordia. And also
the 1932 "Million Dollar Legs”, in which the Olympics
are entered by a small nation of super-athletes,
Klopstokia.

: Television doesn'’t give us much (so what else
is new?). However, one episode (and I believe more
than one) of the old Batman series got the Caped
Crusaders involved with people from the Kingdom of
Beserovia.

Stage productions are a rich source of fictional
countries. A 1932 production, “Call Me Madam", was
set in Lichtenburg. Frenz Lehar's "The Merry Widow"
was set in Paris, but featured a number of characters
from the Balkan (?) state of Pontevedria. There is a
dipzine of that name, also. An Offenbach operetta,
"The Grand Duchess of Gerolstein", is set in that
minuscule German state. The irony here is that the
nanfe is quite real; there /s a Grand Duchy of Gerol-
stein. But at the time of the operetta it had long
since ceased to be independent. So offenback was
obviously writing about another Gerolstein. (Bismark
saw the operetta and is said to have remarked, "We
are getting rid of the Gerolsteins.")

Gilbert and Sullivan gave us at least two fic-
tional European settings. One is the Grand Duchy of
Pfennig-Halbpfennig ("The Grand Duke"), and the
other is Barataria ("The Gondoliers"). Dipzines have
been named for both. Some may recall Barataria as
also being the kingdom over which Sancho Panza ruled
briefly in Don Quixote.

We have now to return to books. There is one
sf book that we mentioned in the last article, by
Avram Davidson. The Triune Mionarchy is super-
imposed on a map of Europe in 1901 (the real 1901,
not the game's 1901), with its territory taking up
parts of Austria-Hungary, Rumania, Turkey-in-Europe,
and Bulgaria. I've been working on a Diplomacy vari-
ant adding the Triune Monarchy to the board, but
without much success to date.

We turn now, quickly, to a category of fictional
countries from books I haven't seen yet. These just
rate a mention, although they are covered in Manguel
& Guadalupti, The Dictionary of Imoginary Places.

They include Evarchia (Brigid Brophy, Palace Without
Chair, 1978), Coimheadach (an island in the far North
Atlantic) (Helen Wykham, Ottoline Atlantica, 1980),
Mayda (Vincent Gaddin, Invisible Horizons, 1958 &
Washington Irving, Alhambra, 1832), Aphania (Tom
Hood, Petsetilla's Pony, 1870), Oceana (an island
south of Ireland) (H. R. Keating, The Strongman,
1971), Grimmbart (Thomas Mann, His Royal Highness,
1909), Meccania (Gregory Owen, Meccania the Super-
state, 1918), Venusburg (Anthony Powell, Venusburg,
1932), and also perhaps C. A. Smith's Averoigne (The
End of the Story and perhaps other works).

Meccania, by the way, is a sort of late entry in
the huge number of utopian books and novels which
have been such a fixed feature of European literature
since the early modern period. Most of these were
not set in Europe, but some of them were. I'm not
prepared to cover that genere yet, but pwerhaps in a
later piece.

There will be a third, and last, article in this
series. It will deal with fictional countries which have
been created or expounded by postal Diplomacy peopie
themselves within the millieu of the hobby. This
hardly goes on any more, but was done a lot in the
late 60s.
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3) I am now preparing, and will publish in parts,
a bibliographic checklist on fictional geography. The

total number of works listed will run to a few hundred.
