England: Allen King

In opening this closing statement, H.M. has in-
structed me to pass on to you his highest compliments
and best regards for the excellent manner in which
you conducted Horned Toad. One can only hope that
you receive some vicarious reward for publishing LSD,
as it surely cannot be profitable enough to justify the
many hours that are so evidently spent in preparing
each issue. Our compliments and thanks are but a
small offering, but one which is sincerely given.

It was the intention of this government from the
spring of 1901 until the recent cessation of hostilities
to form a dual alliance for better or worse. Naturally,
England gravitated toward a western power while not
dismissing Italy, as that player was showing consider-
able prowess in another LSD game, Armadillo. Con-
veniently, Germany (Bill Quinn) made a very strong
offer of friendship, followed by a most pleasant phone
call. This, along with my innate fear of the powerful
Russian position and desire to keep it at least occupied
elsewhere, was more than enough to begin a gamelong
alliance.

As a novice, 1 was more than a little concerned
with proper tactics, and Bill proved to be quite adept
at them. Only later did I learn how adept and just
how experienced he was, to my very good fortune.

The Russian proved a sporting chap and a sup-
erior diplomat. Despite the necessary outcome of the
EG war on him, Richard Reed proved to be a very
fine player and one whith whom any future players
would be well advised to consider allying with. An-
other player of this ilk was discovered to be none
other than the Sultan of Turkey, Richard Sowter,
nee Glenn Sherrill. He turned out to be a fellow
novice, much to my shock. His play was excellent
by any measure, and he proved to be a delightful
writer. Another with whoom anyone should consider
a potential ally, his early game defense up to three
adversaries was remarkable. His exchanges with this
government over the whereabouts, purpose, and other
characteristics of the submersible Yellow Submarine
was very amusing.

A little more on the YS. Apparently it derived
its name from a misprinting of Yellow Swine, I can
only hope Glenn will honor us with an explanation of
why Yellow Swine in his closing statement. .

I would be remis for not mentioning the other excell-
ent players in the game. Ted Kuhn as Austria got
off to an excellent start, but was unable to maintain
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his early lead when Italy (John Koehler) unleashed
the mad dog of Europe, General Franco Verdi, on him.
Verdi's ultimate demise in Central Europe was a loss
not only to Italy, but to all Europe, as his press dis-
patches never failed to amuse and added to airealy
strong press coverage of this game. France, James
Woodson, proved to be the most enigmatic of the play-
ers. While a good one, his three or four NMR assured
his destruction at the hands of EG once Russiz was re-
duced. While Russia was viable, HM's worst fear was
an alliance between France and Russia initially aimed
at Germany. Hence, HM spared no effort in enticing
Italy into war with France. While Italy did so, his
apparent expectations regarding England's efforts
against France were not to Italy's satisfacticn, anc
this later proved to be a source of growing bitterness
between England and Italy. Had the game continued,
there would have developed a very definite cpen war
between us. Unfortanately, John never really made

it clear what HM did to so enrage him, bur I thinx
we'll probably hear all about it in his statement.

It was great fun, and 1 am pleased to hawve
shared in a two-player win. However, the true win-
ner in this game was Bill Quinn (Kaiser Bil tc his
friends), who marched from Berlin to Moscov a@nd then
back to Paris, only to move far south by the endgane.
All this in six gameyears. H.M.Gov't would have
often struggled blindly without his brilliant help.

Not only will I plug him as an ally, but alsc it is
only fitting to warn all Dippydom that here is truly
a player to be warred upon with extreme caution.
Turkey once offered H.M. a sole victory tc steb
Germany at a time when Germany was extremcly vul-
nerable (perhaps three centers falling in one stroke),
but 1 stayed my hand in fear of the consegucnces.
I'd like to think that maybe I was being a bit of a
loyal ally, too. Practically, 1 would have only been
trading a dual win with Germany for a probabic

dual win with Turkey.

1 congratulate all who participaied in Horned
Toad. I'll probably play in few, if any, postal
Diplomacy games in the future, as the time reguired
to do justice to the endeavor is just 100 great. How-
ever, if you need standbys, then H.M. and 1 will
stand in wait (at least as long as the electorate will
have me). Fair sailing to all, but never, never for-
get who rules the oceans of this planet. Qurs is a
tradition of victory!

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ITALY : John Koehier

Many will be surprised at the quick end to 81AU,
but I feel I can offer some insight into why the game
ended so abruptly.

First, there were no strong alliance in the
first seasons of the game. As ltaly, I had misread
signals from France and concluded an alliance with
England for the western campaign I thought sure
would occupy my time. England's failure to respond,
he claims because of my own faithlessness, to our
written agreement left Italy in a neutered position
with no real clout. All that was left was to turn
east and seek a new ally. Austria and Turkey both
offered good terms, with Russia supporting the Turk.

My own fear of Turkish fleets attacking my
blind side while still dealing with France made the
chcice easy, though regretably it made for difficult
diplomacy with Austria.

Meanwhile, England had turned to Germany and
had at last begun an invasion of France. Coupled
with NMRs from France, this took all the pressure
off my western front and helped to strengthen the
Italo Turkish effort in the 2ast. Eventually it be-
came clear that Turkey and Germany would clash,
with England and Italy lending support and Austria
in the middle. Rather than go to such pyrrhic ex-
tremes, the board came to a general consensus that
peace was a better alternative. Kudos for Bill Quinn's
diplomacy, especially his phone negotijations late in
the game.

TURKEY: GClenn Sherrill

This is the first game of diplomacy I have ever
played. All things considered, 1 feel I did fairly well
for a novice. However, I must give much of the
. credit for Turkey's survival in this game to Rich
Reed, who proved to be the best ally a novice could
hope to have. His advice and open, forthright, and
friendly style of play were a real inspiration, and he
stood by our alliance in spite of several serious
blunders on my part, ones which hastened the demise
of his Russia. And he was a gracious good sport to
the end. So, hats off to you, Rich, and thanks for
a very enjoyable introduction to Diplomacy.

Allen King is a prodigious writer and convinc-
ing diplomat. From Turkey's point of view he probab-
ly deserves most of the credit for the EG win. Early

in the game ] suspected and decried the EG alliance,
but no one seemed to give it credence. Towards the
end I really had hopes for the BNC [Beleaguered
Nations Cooperative], but the continued IA feuding
dashed those hopes.

My clumsy attempt to stab Ted was motivated
partly by exasperation. I never really trusted him,
and I imagine he felt the same. When it became obvious
that the BNC was a lost cause, ] decided to try and
grab what centers I could. Ted second-guessed me
very well and put a crimp in those plans, but I still
take a little satisfaction from ending up with more’
SCs than my gamelong Austrian foe, and with my
getting that "inch of Austrian soil" that he vowed he
would never give up.

Since I proposed the draw (did someone else do
so simultaneously?), it was fun to get those letters
from England and Germany urging me to accept the
concession. Though the game was immensely enjoy-
able, I was glad to see it end. Involvement in four
other postal games was putting a great strain on my
very limited free time.

GERMANY : Bill Quinn

The English-German alliance was simply a result
of Allen King and my hitting it off from the start.
Qur first letters crossed in the mail proposing almost
the same alliance structure. We decided to eliminate
or neutralize Russia first while keeping France non-
belligerent. Early in the game France NMRed twice,
which put him at our mercy.

While this was going on England and I waged a
press war to create the impression that our alliance
was not firm. In the south, Austria had mixups or
stabs with Turkey and Italy which freed the E-G
forces to drive deeply into Russia and at the same
time invade France.

When France was all but finished and the
Beleaguered Nations Cooperative failed to present a
united front against us we knew the game was firmly
under control. At this point I began to receive
letters from the doomed nations asking for survival.
Austria and France agreed to turn their forces
against I-T in exchange for survival. Austria kept
his word, but France recorded his third NMR, which
was fatal.

Next there was an effort to enlist Italy against
Turkey, but the negotiations broke down. However
the E-G draw proposal was made, and after sone arm
twisting and threats of elimination were made, all
survivors saw the light, and the draw passed.

1 had a run-in

with a liver ailment last spring that slowed me down
considerably, but I had the Big H this time around.
1 was bedridden for three weeks, and 1 was not able

to do any work for about four more. It seems that
one of the major symptoms of the disease is the lack
of energy. Indeed, I found it difficult just to take
care of basic needs, like preparing food. Luckily,

1 did not have any nausea or lack of appetite, but
even so, 1 dropped about 20 pounds (down to 148,
my Junior High weight). Strict adherence to a fat-
free, high-protein and -carbohydrate diet, and of
course no aicohol or contraband drugs, must have
helped speed my recovery. My liver enzymes (the
byproducts of the liver's seli-destruction) have re-
turned to normal. There was a dangerously high level
of the blood clotting factor, a condition that could
have led to coma and death, but 1 was unaware of
that danger at the time, and it passed quickly.

At any rate, I have been feeling much better, and
have spent most of my availlable energy on getting
back to the translator's typewriter. Even so, I

am spending no more than about 3}-4 hours a day

at the typer, as I have not completely regained my
strength (the Dr. says it may take six months or
more). LSD naturally took a back seat to financial
matters, but I did manage to do a little bit at a
time. 1 spoke to several people by phone during the
last several months, giving them my projected pubbing
dates, but it always seemed that there was much more
to do than I estimated. LSD is back now, though on
a longer production timetable. See elsewhere in this
column for my thoughts on that. 1 cannot express
how much it has meant to me to receive the phone
calls, cards, and letters of support. It has been

a very depressing and humbling experience for me,
and I appreciate all the good friends who care.

Dear Mike,

Yes, I'm aware of the Big B. It's rough when
you have a dozen Dippy letters waiting answers, you
have to study for a test, the baby's howling because
he needs attention, your wife i{s up to her ears in the
kitchen, the cat's howling to be fed, kindling needs
to be split and firewood brought in, you've got a
short in your car stereo, and the Expos are playing
the Phillies. 1 guess one has to be philosophical
about it and just try to handle things one at a time.

Part of handling so much Dippy material is be-
ing organized. 1 have a very extensive filing system,
and I sort mail when 1 receive it, rarely letting it
pile up for mre than a day or two. And players

seem to be very patient with typos in their game re-
ports, so that helps. 1 keep trying to cut back, but
it seems every time 1 get things under control, an-
other Canadian zine folds. This makes four since I
started publishing two vears ago, and only one new
one has started.- Someone has to take those orphaned
games or the whole hobby will lose credibility. We
spread 'em around as best we can to even out the
load, but it rough.

I was interested in the letter from Rob Landeros
(LSD#23) in which he discussed how he keeps track of
his postal games. We had a lot of discussion on that
when SNAFU! f{irst began. [ reviewed that last issue
(#23-24). To elaborate on my method: 1 have a
supply of macrame workboards which you can buy in
any hobby store or knitting/sewing section of a de-
partment store. They are 12" x 18" and can accom-
modate two conference maps. 1 find them ideal, as
they are light, store easily, and hold pins very well--
much better than cork, as they're about 3" thick.
They cost about $2.50. For pins I buy sewing pins
with coloured heads. You can find those in grocery
stores, even. There are a few different brands with
slightly different colours, and two distinct sizes. To
mark fleets, 1 simply wrap a small label around the
pin. 1 store the pins in unused plastic cassette cases
sorted by colour.

I find glancing at one of these boards can tell
me much more about a game than reading orders, and
1 don't have to set up the playing board. Besides,
varjant maps can be handled the same way, so yocu
don't have a problem of trying to get blocks to {fit
into the tiny spaces some of them have.

1 took much ijnterest in your method of game
tracking and may give that method a try. 1 have
some experience as a graphics artist and silkscreener
and am contemplating a project to silkscreen a colored
Dip map similar to but somewhat larger than the AH
version using enamel paint on sheet metal. The
block units would be magnets (also enameled) so that
the map would be suitable for framing and hanging.

As of now it is only an
idea, but if I got enough interest from other Dip
afficionados, and monetary donations to help deiray
the expenses, ] would love to produce a limited
supply of them,
