Austria: Bob Olsen

This was a good game for me from the very begin-
ning. 1 had good relations with everybody on the
board, especially Bryan Jurkowski. I had good
offers from everybody, including France, but 1
thought I could sneak into Burgundy in Spring 1901.
Italy moved to Pie and England moved to the Channel,
so France wasn't long for the game.

I think the key to my success in this game was the
effort 1 made to maintain good communication through-
out the game, particularly with England.

After France was disposed of, 1 was torn as to
which way to go next, after England or Russia. When
Don Schiefler invaded my territory, I knew he couldn't
be trusted. 1 then combined with England to crush
Russia.

All along 1 was maintaining good relations with Italy.
I had planned from the start to stab England eventually,
as this gives Germany a secure corner position with
England neutralized. Italy went along with this, and
we agreed to attack England. Unfortunately Italy NMRed
on the crucial move, and he was never a very effective
force after that. I screwed up my moves on the turn
of the stab (!} by not ordering my F Bel-Eng. 1 was
planning to convoy armies to England itself, but this
was made impossible by that incredible blunder. This
one mistake nearly cost me the game.

After the stab, I gained centers but got bogged
down in a costly war with England while the other
powers (Austria and Turkey) united against me.

Fortunately for me, Austria (Art Schleinkofer) and
Turkey (Mike Drews) did not mend fences with Eng-
land after my stab. They called him a fool (or words
to that effect) for trusting me. This offended Bryan
and opened the door for me to sign a peace treaty
with him. At this point my growth had stopped for
several seasons at 14 SCs.

I promised Bryan my bonus issues of LSD if he
helped me win. I think this was fair. Of all the
players in the game, I'm the only one who wrote to
him regularly. At least this way he got something
out of it. '

I wrote postcards to Paul Goodrich of
Italy suggesting moves to help stymie Austria and
Turkey. He NMRed several times, and it is a won-
der he wasn't crushed by A-T. The resistance he
put up, amazingly enough, bought me the time I
needed to win the game. I guess I was the only one

writing to him, because he generally did what I asked.

1: A-T had approached him as a friend instead of try-
ing to eliminate him, the game could have had a
different ending.

At this point I thought I had the game pretty much
in the bag. Austria and Turkey must have thought
so too, for they NMRed on the next two turns. Sur-
prisingly, I jumped from 14 to 19 SCs in one turn!
And I had only one space open for a build!

I'd like to say a few more things before I close.
First of all, I'd like to thank the other players in the
game who played well and wrote good letters. This is
the best played game I have ever been in, and I am
sad to see it's over. My special thanks to Bryan
Jurkowski, a good sport and a very genuine person.
