§ZINE DIRECTORY. Michael Mills has done it again,
and this time his 1980 version of the Zine Directory
contains listings for 92 North American and

47 European offerings. Available for 50¢ from 1585
Quaker Rd.; Macedon, NY 14502, it deserves a place
on the shelves of your Diplomacy reference library.

§FANGUAGE. That's the title of an article by Greg
Costikyan which appeared in the latest issue of a
great little publication (dare I call it a zine?) called
VERBATIM. It appears quarterly at $7.50/year from
Essex, CT 06426 and might be described as a fanzine
for language freaks. Greg's article describes the
peculiar fannish jargon that has grown up around the
sf (as opposed to sci fi) fandom and then spread into
other areas like wargaming. He's listed in the Zine
Zine Directory as the publisher of URF DURFAL at
PO Box 865; Brown University; Providence, RI 02912
and has many published wargame designs to his credit.

§TRIVIA. Bruce Linsey contributed this fascinating
bit of geographical data, first printed in VOICE OF
DOOM: "Texas is larger than Maine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, Massachusetts, Connecticut, Rhode Island,
New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware,
Maryland, the District of Columbia, Virginia, and
West Virginia...combined! If you have trouble believ-
ing this, check out an almanac."

§BERCH REPORT. 1980 was a banner year for
weather. We had tornadoes, a record heat wave,
snow, and the remnants of a hurricane. One of
more than a dozen tornadoes spawned by Hurricane
Allen destroyed airplanes and hangars at an Austin
airfield, unroofed an apartment complex, and

slightly injured four people. July was the hottest
on record in Austin, with 21 days of 100° or higher.
Overall, we had 32 days with 100° or better (better?)
although .some summers it doesn't reach 1009 on any
given day. Weatherford, 30 miles west of Ft.Worth,
was the 1980 hot spot, with 119° on June 26. The
driest month in Austin was July, with only .28 inch
of precipitation, and the wettest was September, with
5.66 inches. The year's low temperature here was
19° on March 2, but a number of Austinites rejoiced,
tossed snowballs, and built snowmen when 2 inches
of snow fell November 25, the most snow here since
1973. What does 1981 have in store? LSD plays it
safe by predicting unpradictable weather.

§CENSUS. Texas has leapfrogged Pennsylvania into
the #3 spot with 14.1 million residents, according to
recently released figures. The "Sunbelt" grew the

fastest, paced by Nevada, up by 64%, followed by
FL, WY, UT, AK, ID, CO, NM, TX, HI, and OR,
each of which grew by more than 25%. California re-
mains the most populous state, followed by NY, TX,
PA, IL, and OH. Florida displaced Michigan from
7th place, while NJ and NC rounded out the top 10.
According to the 1980 statistics, El Paso jumped

four places. into the list of the 30 most populous cities,
reaching 28th with 424,522. Phoenix rose from 1l4th
to lith place with 781,443, while San Jose, CA

made it from 20th to 17th with 625,763 people. The
top ten includes three Texas citles for the first time.
The -following list gives the 1980 census figures,
then the 1970 figures rounded off to the nearest
thousand: 1) NV, total not yet available, 7,895,000;
2) Chicago, 2,969,570, 3,367,000; 3) Los Angeles,
2,950,010, 2,816,000; 4) Philadelphia, 1,680,235,
1,949,000; 5) Houston, 1,554,992, 1,233,000; 6)
Detroit, 1,192,222, 1,511,000; 7) Dallas, 901,450,
854,000: 8) San Diego, 870,006, 697,000; 9) Baltimore,
783,320, 906,000; 10) San Antonio, 783,296, 654,000.
Statistics freaks will immediately notice that only the
three Texas and two California cities grew, but it
should be noted that these figures do not reflect the
population of metropolitan areas, which often have
different growth trends from the major cities they
contain.

§MASCOT. LSD has sent out letters to all North
American publishers listed in the Mills Directory

of Zines announcing the upcoming Diplomacy Hobby
Mascot Election. We've asked for nominations from
the publishers (who can submit a campaign "speech"
and an illustration of the candidate) and will be
publishing the list of candidates in the March LSD.
All. members of the hobby will be able to vote, with
details coming later.

§PLUGS. Frankly, I am amazed at the variety and
high quality of the zines published for the play of
postal Diplomacy. This month, still another batch
of zines arrived, with the following newcomers:
THE SHOGUN'S SWORD comes from Tom Swider
(1183 Robinson Hill Road; Endwell, NY 13760)with
game reviews, hobby information, and several
game openings in variants. Game results are printed
separately and matled to the players individually.
Extremely well printed and reproduced, PLAGUE
TIMES is published by Marion Bates (PO Box 381;
Kalkagka, MI 49646). With a variety of openings
in different games, each one named after a disease,
and a game review, plus a clairvoyant interview
with a dead general each issue, PT looks like a
winner! PROSPECTUS is devoted mainly to publisher
Fred Winter's (400 W. Madison St. #2400; Chicago,
II. 60606) l7-player global variant Colonial Winters,
but he also has openings in Third Age, a Tolkien
variant, and regular diplomacy.
