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WARCON in Review

The weekend of February 20-22 [ paid my fifth
consecutive visit to the campus of Texas A&M University
for the annual WARCON game convention. This has be-
come one of the true highlights of my year, much to my
family's chagrin, and I want to share some impressions.

It isn't every weekend that one can meet so many
old and new friends, feel the deck of the USS Hornet
sway ominously underfoot while Japanese bombs send it
to a watery grave in Flattops, stop the Warsaw hordes
in Fifth Corps, watch the 'Furkish Sultan weave an in-
sidious weEl around the torso of the hapless Hapsburgs
in Dgglomac%, and still have time to inflict retribution on
a Soviet tank attack in Firefight.

Despite the poorest pre-convention publicity [
have ever observed, the attendance of maybe as many
as 500 gamers seemed nearly as high as it was in the last
two years. Gromets/MSC Recreation did a reasonably
good organizing job, and scattered comments I heard
about the numerous tournaments were favorable.

Besides sf/fantasy and conventionai tournaments,
the convention included several seminars and films.
Especially noteworthy was the presence of Yaquinto
‘Games of Dallas, represented by Craig Taylor, John
Fuseler, Mike Matheny, and Steve Peck, all of whom
conducted seminars on game design and development.

I enjoyed Taylor's explanation of the design parameters

of Flattops and CV.
3!7§antasy‘§3m1ng interest continues to grow,

with the Traveler and D&D tournaments seeming to
dominate all others. Despite my preference for the
traditional military simulations, the fantasy gaming has
made an important contribution of attracting many
more women than would otherwise attend. In my
opinion, this adds a little more civility to the entire
proceeding, and greatly improves the scenery.

One clear problem with the convention is the seem-
ing lack of continuity from one year to the next, and
it is especially evident with publicity. The hobby's
growth, indicated by two major game companies in
Texas and the mushrooming number of retatl outlets

should be a bigger problem than in years past.

A possible solution would be for Gromets to share
organizing responsibility with the gaming companies or
gamers who would volunteer to direct a particular
tournament every year. A solid cadre of past Gromets
members and other volunteers might lighten the load
so that Gromets could expend their resources on
adequate pre-convention publicity. The fact that Nick
Schuessler of the JTOURNAL OF WWII WARGAMING
sponsored a $100 winner-take-all tournament for Squad-
leader /Cross of Iron is a step in the right direction.
Outside sponsorships, as in this case, might provide
bigger prizes and consequently attract more entries.

II. The State of Austria-Hungary Today: Several play-
ers, realizing inevitable defeat, have unsuccessfully
tried to get Hungary back into the game. But all per-
suasion of the Great One failed. Finally, in despera-
tion, he was kidnapped at an early Diplomacy Comventionm,
and tortured for 7 days before being released unbroken.
It is reported that the kidnappers are the same as the
New York Conspiracy to conquer Diplomacy in their tactics.

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DPA - a Proposal

The following article was énclosed in the recent
issue of Fred Davis’' BUSHWACKER. We reprint it here
in order to help stimulate discussion on this proposal.

After reading the article by Jerry Jones in the
DIPLOMACY WORLD last vear concerning the need for a
Diplomacy Players Association (DPA), I wrote Jerry to
say [ would help get this started in any way he saw fit
to use me. After several letters with Jerry and conver-
sations with several other hobby members, it resolved
t0 a state where Jerry did not have the time he expected
and needed to put into the development of the DPA, and
Jerry asked that I take over organizing the DPA. F

My position on all this i3 that a DPA is needed to
solve a number of current problems that affect players
and to respond to new problems that arise in the hobby
that players should take an active interest in based on
self-interest. I personally, as a publisher and playerys -
see the need for such a group, but I feel that I should
not take a major role in the group after it gets started.
The following is some of my thoughts on a proposed DPA
for your review.

. The following are the proposed activities of the
Diplomacy Players Association:

1) Operation of the Diplomacy Arbitration Board
(discussion attached).

2) Sanction of various hobby-wide elections in-
cluding the Diplomacy Players Poll started by
by John Caruso last year;

3) Establishment of a Player/GM Houserules Com~
mittee to develop a model set of play-by-mail
houserules which are approved by the DPA for
possible use or modification by new (and old if
they desire) publishers;

4) Election of a DPA Ombudsman to represent the
hobby~wide players in matters that they deem
appropriate.

In addition to these areas, the DPA will serve as a
group which can react to any major new problem that
develops within the hobby and serve to be a voice for
active players in matters of interest.

A governing body for the DPA would be selected
by hobby-wide elections each year.
position on the Council would be accepted in the month
of September each year. In early October, all nominees
would be contacted to verify that they would consent to
serve if elected. In mid-October a ballot would be sent
to all publishers with the request that the election be
publicized; the ballot would contact the names of all
those nominated plus space for write-in candidates.
Voting would be open to all Diplomacy players, and
votes would be accepted from November through Decem-
ber. The votes would be tabulated and certified, and
the elected candidates would take office on January 1.

The Council would be made up of seven (7) members:
DPA President, responsible for overseeing the council,
appointing several committees, and general administrative
duties; DPA Secretary, to handle all major corresondence,
press releases, reports, and ballots; DPA Ombudsman,
to serve in an elected capacity as a general service to
the Diplomacy hobby; Head of the Diplomacy Arbitration
Board (DAB), to coordinate the DAB services (as de-
scribed elsewhere); DPA Elections Supervisor, to sanction
any DPA approved elections and prepare all materials,
count ballots, and other election supervision activities;
and two General Council members. The offices of DPA
President, Secretary, Ombudsman, and Elections Super-
visor may be held only by Players. Publishers and GMs

will be allowed to serve in the other three posts if elected.

Nominations for any

Term of office would be from Jan 1 to Dec 31 of each year.
The President and Elections Supervisor would not be
allowed to succeed themselves.

There would be no fee agsociated with membership
in the DPA. Anyone who cares to call themselves an
active player would be allowed to participate.

Right now I need two things from hobby members.
First is reaction and suggestions about the above and
the {following] materials on the DAB. The second is for
some volunteers to assist in starting the DPA and serv-
ing until elections at the end of the year. Hopefully the
DPA can get off the ground in the late spring or summer
and be into smooth operations for the election this fall.

-In the past, a large number have been settled to the

Satisfaction of the involved parties through such means
as writing Alan Calhamer, contacting Avalon Hill, using
an ombudsman, selecting a disinterested party to review
the matter, or just flipping a coin. Unfortunately, in
many other cases, the i{ssues were not resolved because
there was not an established mechanism to help settle
disputes; thus -a number of hobby feuds were started,
and most of these continue to the detriment of the hobby.
To allow for another channel for parties interested in
settling these and future disputes in an organized and
impartial manner, a Diplomacy Arbitration Board (DAB)
should be establigshed.

2. When should the DAB be used? The DAB will
be available to players, publishers, and game masters
to settle any dispute that is mutually agreed to be sub-~
mitted to the arbitration procedure. This includes, but
is not limited to: rule interpretations, houserule con-
flicts, player/publisher/GM misconduct, and unethical
practices. The major point is that all involved parties
must agree in writing to have the matter settled by this
procedure; the DAB has no desire to seek out conflicts
nor accept questions presented by only one side. If
the involved parties believe the issue is one which
should be settled by the DAB, the DAB will accept
the issue. If the involved pmies are not agreed to

‘the procaedure, the DAB has no desire to be contacted.

3. What ig the procedure? There are two major
components to the arbitration system. The first com-
ponent concerns the agreement to arbitration and
submission of materials. Upon receiving a request to
arbitrate, the DAB will contact the involved parties
separately and ask for written confirmation that all ]
parties agree to submit the question to arbitration and
initiate the selection procedure (discussed below). Upon
receiving positive answers from each of the involved -
parties, each will be asked to summarize its position and
furnish any materials or other data which should be
reviewed by those selected for the decision panel.

After these materials are received by the DAB, a total
packet of information on the issue will be sent to the de-
cision panel. The second major area concerns the com-
position of the decision panei. When the involved
parties are first contacted concerning their agreement
to the arbitration procedure, the DAB will randomly
select from those on its rosters who have agreed to
serve on decision panels four players and three GM/
publishers. This list of seven individuals will be sent
to each of the two sides, and each side will be allowed
to remove two persons without cause. If the two sides
do not take full advantage of the deletions or remove
the same person, the resulting number of valid persons

picked up as easier to print and type being only half
as long. This removed from the public's mind the so-
called "Hungarian problem”. The first 203 sets manu-
factured had the correction noted above as one of the
New York Conspiracy's solutions. However, back in 1962,
when von Metzke was involved in the first postal Diplo-
macy game, and the board was as yet uncorrected, the
Great One hired a band of Rangers to steal all the sets
then existing and replace them with changed copies.
The third Hungarisn Army in Cluj was eliminated and
Conrad was hired on as a fellow ranger-mercenary,
eventually scheming his way to leadership by torture
and murder. Later, when John Boardman started the
first zine in 1963 that lasted and ingpired others,
the "first edition" board was merely a memory.
