After you pick up Tunis, you're
stuck at four units for the rest of the game--if you
are lucky.

Only a masochist would pick Austria os a first choice.
With four potential enemies at the start, playing the
Dual Monarchy means a quick, usually fatal game.

Recent discussions of preference lists as a means
of assigning starting positions in Diplomacy have
actually amounted to explanations of the authors' own
prejudices concerning the chances of winning with
various countries.

Some say they will only chose a country that
has a good statistical record of success. They shy
away from the "losers". But there may be special
rewards for chosing and playing the difficult positions.

Specialize in a specific power. One shot at
playing Turkey may give you the unfortunate experi-
ence of a slow, boring game. It doesn't follow that
all Sultans have the same experience. By giving
Turkey another try or two, you can try different
tactics, playing style, or find that perfect ally.

What some players might consider a German
weakness--central position, adjacent to four potential
enemies--the accomplished diplomat finds to be an
advantage. As Germany you must negotiate with
everyone on the board, and you therefore have a
chance to affect the actions of the other players
if you are a good diplomat.

The challenge of achieving an Italian victory
stirs the blood of many players. Managing to defend
the bmad expanse of Russian territory requires a
different approach than England's problem of fielding
a flotilla with far-reaching strike capability.

In short, the true diplomat can make the most
of even the worst geopolitical position, and will try
to wear the turban with as much skill as the bowler
or the beret.

FLOOD TIMES. Although we did not receive any flood
damage on Beverly Road, our neighbors 5 blocks away
were among the hardest hit by recent flash flooding
here in Austin. Consequently, [ have not spent much
time working on this issue of LSD, since my labor was
needed to help the survivors dig out the mud and
begin over. Most of my time was devoted to setting
up a flood lost-and-found and donation depot at the
neighborhood school. The response was so overwhelm-
ing that we ran out of storage space after ¢ days of
operation (primarily due to donated items), and the
flood victims will not be able to move back into their
repaired homes for several weeks or months, depend-
ing on the extent of damages. Some won't return at
all because their homes were totally destroyed, and
two of our neighbors were drowned. It was called

a 100-year flood, but it will probably happen again,
much sooner, because of extensive development in

the watershed, creating greater runoff and reducing
the ability of the terrain to absorb large amounts of
rainfall in a short period of time. For that reason

we are lobbying the city to invest in some preventive
measures and to purchase some properties adjacent

to flood-prone waterways which could be incorporated
into the city's greenbeit hike & bike trail system.
Maybe next time Austin will be better prepared.

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Armadilic (Dasypus Novemcinctus)

Everybody loves a winner. But sometimes there
is a surge of affection for a flat-out loser.

Like the armadillo. N

Armadillos are slow afoot, a bit dim in the head
and not at all cuddly. They mainly like to shuffle
about in the night rooting up grubs, and to be left
alone. And for years--eons, actually--nobody paid
the inoffensive, armor-plated critters much mind.

They responded by not evolving at all from pre-
historic times. And they were getting along just fine
until--for no apparent good reason--Texans decided
they were adorable. Now armadillos are paying the
price of celebrity--crass publicity, commercial exploita-
tion and personal endangerment from their fans.

"Tt's almost a cult," says Stuart Stone, a mer-
chandising executive at [the Dallas department store]
Sanger-Harris, which sells armadillo-emblazoned dominos
($8.50), backgammon sets ($16) and brass reproduc-
tions ($18), along with armadillo stuffed toys, games
and T-shirts.

"We got into this in a light-hearted way," says
Mr. Stone, "but it's turned into a very serious thing."
Serious for merchandisers, anyway; Sanger-Harris now
sells armadillo figurines made in Sweden for $85, and
has some on order from Waterford in Ireland that a
buyer estimates will sell for more than $500.

For armadillos, though the fad is genuinely ]
serious. Until recently, their most traumatic encount-
er with civilization was automobile headlights bearing
down on them in the dead of night, and cars squash-
ing them. "Their worst enemy is B.F.Goodrich," says
Gary Joiner, an armadillo expert at Texas A&M.

Not any more. Now they are in growing demand,
dead and alive, for things including armadillo races
(one was held recently at Neiman-Marcus), stuffing by
taxidermists (often in embarassing poses such as flat
on their scaly armadillc backs quaffing a beer), being
made into hats, handbags, sewing baskets and plant-
ers, and for a variety of medical-research projects
that usually prove fatal.

The publicity is unceasing. Geosource Inc. of
Houston recently decided that four armadillos would be
an ideal gift for the Peking Zoo. Lone Star Brewing
Co. has a big print and tv-advertising campaign that
portrays Lone Star beer trucks being overturned and
sucked dry by giant armadillos.

Amid all the attention, its gets forgotten that
some Texans long have disliked armadillos. Ranchers
are an example; armadillo burrows trigger range-land
erosion and give horses broken legs. .

"I've been fighting the armadilio problem for
years," says Mary Briggs, cruelty investigator for the
SPCA in Dallas. The society gets a lot of calls from
homeowners angry about armadillos digging up their
lawns in search of grubs.

"They can destroy a lawn overnight," says Mrs.
Briggs. "We got so many calls last summer, I could
have spent all my time chasing armadilles." The SPCA

tries to remove the animals to isolated surroundings
before irritated homeowners get violent.

The chasing, of course, has to be done at night,
when armadillos are circulating. Mrs. Briggs says
that the animals are too dumb to be caught by con-
ventional means. "Everybody in Texas (who loves
armadillos) will want to kill me for saying this," she
says, "but you can't trap them because they are
stupid and can't see or smell very well."

However, it is easy to grab an armadillo by the
tail and tote it away for a number of pursuits in which
armadillos would rather not take part, such as being
raced or being eaten. Armadillos under pursuit would
usually head for their burrows (whence they can be
dug out), or rell up into a ball. Their only really
clever escape tactic is that they can hold their breath
for up to 10 minutes; so if there i{s a river handy,
they can stroll away across the bottom (they can
swim, too).

Armadillos are untrainable, according to Sam L
Lewis, head of the World Armadillo Breeding & Racing
So when they are caught
to be run in races, they are released afterwards.

The animals totally lack the competitive instinct
that makes for winners. So an armadillo race turns
out to be more of a contest among the handlers than
amon the animals. The races are run in lanes bounded
by chicken wire, and the handlers accompany the
racers, hollering at them, jumping up and down,
whispering in their ears, or blowing on their behinds.
The latter is an effective but chancy tactic, since it
sometimes causes the entrant to whirl around and dart
off in the wrong direction.

Getting eaten is a more serious threat. Armadillos
used to be popular fare during Depression days, when
they were known as Hoover Hogs. Now it is becoming
modish to include them in chili. Their savoriness is a
matter of debate. Some say they taste like turkey or
chicken.

Armadillos have some special attractions for med-
ical researchers. One is that they are the only known
mammal besides man that readily contracts leprosy. So
researchers infect them in experiments designed to
find a cure for human beings. There is no record of
armadillos transmitting the disease to people, only the
other way around.

The animals have another curious trait that puts
them in demand for medical research into such things
as birth defects and cloning. All of an armadillo's
young develop from a single egg, which splits and
splits again to create youngsters that are identical
and therefore useful for research.

Given a choice, armadillos doubtless would go
back to the goed old days of being obscure and
ignored. Alas, it is not to be. In the next few
weeks, the Texas legislature may add vet another
unwanted claim to fame; the solons will vote on
wheter to designate the armadillo as official state
mammal, an honor now unassigned.
