"The history of the Catholic Church was radically altered by the great
victory won by Caesar Borgia at Este in 1501. His complete crushing of
the Allied armies there and at Turin in 1502 converted Italy from a col-
lection of minor princely states to a single unified monarchy headed by
the Pope. Upon the death of Alexander VI in 1506 (Caesar®s victory roused
him from near death in 1501), Caesar was elected Pope practically with-
out opposition and assumed the name Peter II. By his death in 1543, the
Collige of Cardinals had lost its electoral initiative, and in electing
Caesar®s eldest son (Pope Alexander VII, 1543-1568), firmlyestablished
the hereditary principle in the papacy. Pope Joan II (Lucretia Borgia,
1601-1677) abaolished the slectoral powers of the College of Cardinals
altogether, except in case of disputed succession, and proclaimed the new
title of the Church, the Holy Catholic Church in Rome, Hereditary and Mil-




itant. Tho Pope was simultaneously King (or Queen) of Italy and Imper-
ator ot Pontifex Maximus of Urbs Romana. The tradition of taking such
Papal names as Alexander, Julius, Joan, Peter, &c. remained with the family.
The current Pope, Innocent X, has two children; the eldest, Lucrezia, is
generally regarded as the heiress apparent....%

ROME (23 December 1900): The death of the Holy Father, Pope Innocent X,
has saddened all of Italy and all the adherants,/There can’t be many/
throughout the world, of the Church Hereditary and Militant. His Holiness
expired at the age of 55, having besn Pope for 45 years.

ROME (25 December 1900): At the height of the Annual Yule Orgy, Her Hol-
iness, Pope Joan IV, was crowned by the hands of Her brother, Prince
Cagsare Borgia, and Her confessor, Lorenzo Cardinal Peericelli. In a
short Address Ex Cathedra, Her Holiness said, “Pax vobiscum,” and “Pro-
creantes, tuves-omnes.¥ After the Coronation, Her Holines held private
audiences with the ambassadors of Austria, France, Russia, Germany, and
England, all of whom (at Her direction) were under 25 years of age. Also
favored with private audiences were Her Holiness® brother, Caesare, plus
Lorenzo Cardinal Peericelli and Her Holiness' cousins Princes Alexander,
Julius, Niccolo, Marco, Roscncranz, and Gilderstein Borgia (all sons of
Her uncle Prince Giacomo Borgia; -the last two are twins). Her Holiness
also issued a rescript to the press noting, "We are looking for-a husband.
/Sorry I'm spoken for/ He must be rich, young, handsome, influential,
healthy, good-natured, and in other ways --uh, suited for the burdens of
his office as Our consort. He must not have a jealous nature, naturally.
Being related to the Borgia family will help-~but then, isn't nearly
every member of the Europcan Nobility?t®
