With the sea blocking their route of escape, the strikers
forlornly watched the clouds of dust ecpproach in the distance—-
clouds foretelling their doom. Just when all hope had fled before
the clouds, however, the waters of the Red Sea miraculously parted
before a tremendcus gust of hot air emmanating from the press release
mongers of 1966 AR. Hesitatingly at first, and then with shouts of
Joy, the strikers followed Mozez into the heaven-sent breach.
Determineé& tc capture his prey, Genersl Fairoe ordered his troops
to follow. Unfortunately for the General, one of those singularly
rare let-ups in hot air then occured, with the result that Fairoe
and his forces were swellowed up in the onrushing waters.,
