2. There are only 5 active Great Powers, tle unitas of Germany and Itely standing
in place to be taken @ff the board in the case that they are dislodged by a
supported attack, We do not hesitate to point out thet a neutral unit may be
supported in place Yy the unit of a Greatf power, and that this support has the same
effect as the support of any other unit.

3. In the case of & convoy:

A, The convoy is effective arly in the case that none of the convoying
fleets is dislodged. If one of the fleets is dislodged, all armies and fleets
involved in bhe convoy attempt act as if they hed been ordered to hold.

B, If an army is successfully convoyed to a province which, due to
occupation by another unit, or due to a stand-off, the army cannot enter,
everything again acts as if hold orders had been given all around. JIf this be in
contradiction to what I said last week, then let it not be said that the
gamesmaster is narrow~-minded and unwilling to think things over.
