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Here are the LOM rules for BLACK BOX, which is based on the pParker
Brothers game of the same name {originully from GAMLS & PUZLZLES)

The object of BLACK BUOX is to be the first persen to locate a
certalin number of balls within a large black box by shooting
“rays" threugh the box and observing where the rays exit.

The GM sets up the game by placing s5ix balls within the black box.
The black box consists of 100 smaller boxes placed in a 10 by 10
sgquare fashion. Each of the smaller boxes is capable of holding
one ball. The balls will not be placed so that itheir locations
can he determined soclely by ohservation of rays.

The game works in this way: each time a player is allowed to shoot
a ray, he/she names the location where the ray is to enter the
black box. Each location is an edge of a smaller box which is on
an outer edge of the bluck box. The locations are numbered;
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The small boxes are numbered in this way: the upper left corner
is A, then across to 2, J,.4s, 10 in the upper right corner. The
next row is 11-20, then 21=-30, and on down to 91-=-100.

& ray travels in a straight line unless it enters a hox adjacent

to o ball, IXf the hall is in a box giapgunally adjacent to the ray,
then the ray turns 90 degrees (l.e. one-quarter of a full circle)
away from thce ball (if the ball is on the right side of the ray,

the y»ay turns left; if on the left side, the ray tuwrns right). If
the ball is directly in front of the ray, the ray is absorbed hy the
ball and deesn't come out. The ray continuces moving until it is
absorbed or it exits the black bhox throeugh one of the entrances.

one ball would muke the ray go right, the other would make the ray
go left), the ray is reflected back out of the entramce where it
entered the black box (the ray turned arcund and retraced its path).

6. If there is a ball in the box {irst entered (e.g. 8 ball in box 1
when the ray enters thru #L or #40), the ray is absorbed. If there
is a ball directly te the left or right of the square first entered
(¢.g. & ball in square 50 when the ray enters thru #14 or #16), the
ray is reflected out of the entrance it entered.

EXAMPLES OF PLAY: Suppose there are balls in syuwares 3, 36, 38, 62, 80,
and 94 (these sgquares are marked with Xs on the board under rule 3).

FROM ENTRANCE 9, the ray goes 9-19-29 (ball in 38 forces turn)-30 and
exits through entrance 13; the player is told that the ray exits through
entrance 13, but not the ray's path inside,

FROM ENTRANCE 17, the ray goes 70-69-68-G7-66~65~64~-63; since the ball
in 62 is directly in the way of the ray, the ray is absorbed, and the
player is told that the ray is absorbed, but not told where.

FROM ENTRANCE 24, the ray goes 97-87-77~67-57-47; the ball at 36 would
normally cause a right turn, and the ball at 38 would cause & left turn,
so the ray rehounds back out entrance 24.

FROM ENTRANCE 15, the ray goes 50-49-(ball at 38 causes turn) 59-69-79-
(ball at 90 causes turn) 78-77-76-75-74-73-(ball at 62 causes turn) B3-
{ball at 94 causes turn) 82-8l and out entrance 32.

FROM ENTRANCE 19, the ball in square 90 is directly in front of the
entering ray, and the ray is absorbed.

FROM ENTRANCE 4, the ball in square 3 causes a turn before the ray
enters the black box, so this is counted as a rebound, and the player
is told only that the ray came out through entrance 4.

7. Each player's turn consists of: (1) one guess of the locations of
the six balls, and (2) TWO rays which enter the black box.
