JUMPMAN, by Epyx Software, for various computers (requires 48K on

JUMPMAN 18 from the guys more lamous for TEMPLE OF AFPSIAL and
CRUSH, CRUMBLE AND CHOMP. In JUMPMAN, you control the Jupiter Jumpman
aa he itries to defuse the bomba in the 3I0-story Jupiter Headquarters
bullding by climbing laddars, jumping over buliot-. and making his way
over variocus girdsrs. Sounda like DONKEY KONG, right? In a way,
is - but JUMPMAN is a definite improvement.

Unlike the more fasous Keng, JUMFMAN'a playsr is allowed to Jjump
in any of eight directiona 4t semi-great distances, whiah hs necsasary
to complete aomv of thoe levelsa. The object of each lesvsl is for
Jumpmsan to disarm {by touching) all of the bomha {(which are stationary,
with one oxception) without being hit by anything elee. Usually, thes
things to watch out for sre bullets; however, some levels have faliing
bombs, dragons, robots, and, in one level, iwo more Jumpsan that copy
the player's actions. There is & bonus for finiashing fast; if the
bonus falls to zero, the player is not elisinated {(as in H&). Pinishing
4 lavel enables the player to go to the pexi lavel (which scrolls in
from the top). If all of the levels im a round (8 for beginnen, 10
for intermediate, 12 for advanced) ars compleied, the gams ends (with
a scene of Juplter Headquarters l(lashing its lights and fireworks
going of ). In each round, the player hegins -?th 7 men, with an
additional man every L0,000. The aumber of men 18 NOT tooc liberalk,
ogpuciully at the upper levela, although the desligner says that "“you
can complete all 30 levels without losing a msan".

The main feature is the variety of Levels. Unlike in HK, where
there are only four different levels which usren't that such dirfersnt
(moinly Mario clisbing up and jumping a lot), JUMPMAN has 30 unique
levels, some of which regquire more than dexterity to completa. However,
if youlre a klutz with a joystick, stick to COC or something that
doesn't require fast reflexsa - those of us used to arcade video games
have a slight advantage. Anyway, thess are aome ¢f tha lavels
imvolved:

Dragon Slayer (shoot speurs at two flying dragons), Roll e
Over {barrels roll down, up, sidewayms ;

ADVANCEL (Levels 19-30); Ladder Challenge (some homba are resachahls
only by & ladder which moves through deadly wires); Figuris
{diasarming the bumbs out of a certain sequence may make it
impossible to finish without loslng a man - or woras); Follow
The Leader (a few suconds after thse sturt, a second man doas
axactly what your man did - and a third man copies the second;
touching your mag with another kills your man)

In addition, each level has a Robots lsvel (they‘'re faster, but you
can jump) and a Grend Puzzle (no bullets, bul you could be trapped,
or sclve the puzzle for Z0OOU pointa).

There aAre aoms flaws — [rom casspetie, it takes 10 minutes te load
the main progrom and an oxtra 5-10 to load the level you want to play;
changing gavels reguirea loading the new level and wiping out the old
one, 80 you can't go through all 30 on cassette {maybe on dl-kl. However,
you joystick jockeys ahould love this ome — 1 had to tear syssl{ away
from it to type thia thibhg up......
