At leoast
two hobbyists have made it kmown puhlicallr that they feel Wruce is not
the (my words in quoies) “most appropriate” person for this job - John
Boardman, in GRAUSTARK #3300, suggests (I don't want to *recommends*
because 1t wasn't written that way), "Bimply 4o not send balleots to
Linsey"”, and Jim Meinel stdtes in a letter to "PRostal Diplomacy Enthu-
siasta" that "...irregardless of whether or not (the) charges are true
or not there are a large number of people, {Jim) included, who are not
£0ing to send ballots to Bruce Linsey and will thus effectively boycott
the Runestone Poll...", adding a suggestion that someons else should he
chosen to run *{noti} a 'counter' Runestone Poll or a 'second' poll or
even the 'real' poll....Just the Runestone Poll....Plug it as normal,
only this one with a legitimate Cuatodian with his address."

S8ounds like the start of another ERiplomacy Civil War, right? Well,
there's a way arcund this. Jim Meinal, in his latter, almo notes that
with two polls, the total turnout will ba.frentur, and I tend to belieava
him here. It probably won*t be too much of an additional effort over past
pears, but conkidering the apathy of years past, any lmprovement ia
a4 good ona. Therefore, if we can spread the word around (assuming that
there are, in fact, two polls) for people to vote in one poll or the
other = but HOT both - then the two polls can be "combined®, aince poll
results list the number of votes each *xine gets in addition to the
average vote. (Here's how it can work, as an example: suppose in poll
#1, LOM gets 25 votea with an average of 7.2, and in poll 1&, LOM gets
15 votes with an average of 6. The pum of the votes in poll #1i is
25 x 7.2 = 180, and in poll #2 is 15 x 6. = 90. Thus, the sum of all 40
votes is 180 + 80 = 270, and the overall avera in 270 / 40 = 6.,75.)

There are two flaws in this syatem: one, if aven one person votes
in both pollas, the average is ruined since this would be the same as one
rerson voting twice 1ln a single polly twe, grudge and other votes which
represent unintended factors would have tco be included, since you can’'t
simply take out the top and bottom 8% from each poll and have it come
out the same as taking ocut the top and bottom 9% of a single poll., The
second problem ¢an only be sclved by the one thing I have said in the past
that would be the only real solution to the grudge vote problem — to
allow the poll custodian to decide what is, or ian*t, a "bad" wote.

{The trouble is, the custodian would have to kpow enocugh about the voter
and the 'zine/GM in question to make a valid decision, which is hard to
do when more than a small number of cases are involved.)

To make matters worse, either (or both) of the custodians could
prevent the "combination of "good' and ?bad' polls” by not listing how
many votes the 'zinesa/GMs received, or somehow prevent in another way
the combining of polla. But OF GOUREE this will NEVER happen, becauss
this hobby would MEVER stoop to such depths.

Besldes - who could run the “"second" poll? John Boardman mentions
Kathy Byrne as an ¢xample of "“some othex hobby figure who commands
general respect among those of us who know what's going on", The
description is fine - but isn't thia the former USO8 custodian and BNC
who (twice, I believe - i.e. from esach position) resigned when she
started goetting abuse?

There was a certain Domino's Pizza shop here in Columbus that was
something of a legend o the poor souls that ever warked there. It's
location is aboul a block from the Ohio Fair Grounds on Seventeenth Ave.,
where Lhe Ohio Siate Fair is staged every year. In addition. it was close to
the OSU campus, 30 they delivered 10 students (mostly frats and sororities).
But what really made the siore Jegendary was the slummy areas thet they
delivered to. To manage Lhis stare waa an exercise in [rusiration. The only
compensation for the numerous headaches was the relatively large bonus
checks Lhe manager received [or 48 long as he {] don't believe a woman
ever managed this store.) could stand it. Since the college students that
make up a fair number of delivery drivers usually apply to the two stores
closest 10 the campus (which are known as north campus and south
campus), the manager didn't get a lot of good applicants. This created two
probiems: a cronic shortage of drivers and less than the best employees.
Since applicants were rare, if someone drove in and filled in an application,
the odds were real good he wouid be hired (Dot any women drivers here
that ] know of either). There were actually Limes when an applicant was
handed a bot box, a bank, and a pizzs and told Lo deliver it and fill out the
application when they got back.

What cavsed this condition? First, north and south campus deliver to
the campus proper, so a lot of students don’t even know about the
Seventeentih Ave. siore. But the poorer neighborhoods Lthat the store
delivered 10 are what reaily made all the problems. A lot of people felt
uncomfortable delivering 10 the “Projects” and other run-down
neighborhoods. [n wruth, there was a much higher chance of & driver being
robbed warking at this store than atl any other store in Columbus. Because
of security problems, the store was finally closed down. But while it was
open it was a0me place 1o work.

My brother managed this siore for about 8 months, before it got 1o
him 10 the point where he actually resigned. 1 must admit that he did
receive a ot of pressure from our affice in the form of poor supervision.
But the experiences are something else. Imagine that during the Ohio Siate
Fair, Sevenleenth Ave is closed off complelely 1o traffic. Someone who
only lives on ihe other side of the fair, instead of getting 15 minute
deilivery, inds themselves getling 45 minute delivery. Your service 10 all
of your cusiomers sulffers because drivers can't get around in the area like
normai. And, of course, you don't have a large stall, 30 you can't scheduje
in extra drivers io oover the situstion. The only redeeming factor is that
the lair itself generatens extra business.

And, of course, there is the fun of a driver walking into the store
carrying his hoi bax, slamming it on the floor, and 1elling you that he is
quilling. Seems3 he doesn’t think being robbed is any fun, and that his
paycheck doesn’t compensate for the risk. Or how about the drunk who
literally drives in, right through the fronl window. Or the motorcycle fair,
which brings in all kinds of bikers to Lhe store. These guys came in Lhe
siore and only raised mild havoc, but they walked into the carry-oul nezt
door and just bheliped themselves Lo whatever ihey wanted. One of these
fine gentlemen asked some scared kid who worked at the Domino’s shop,
“Hey, would you fuck my ol lady?” The kid said something (o Lhe effect
ihat he moat certainly wouidn't. Al this peint, the biker got belligerent and
wanted to know if ahe wasn't good encugh for him. hfy brother aaved the
day by convincing the biker that the kid wasn't worth the bother.




Of course, winter at any store is never fun. But in a store with lots of
business and a chroaic shortage of help, it is an exercise in futility. There
ia no more helplesa, sickening feeling for & manager who cares than 10 sil in
a store and watch pies gel old wailing Lo be delivered. And when someone
hits a fire hydrani and fioods a major interseclion, Lurning it into an ice
rink, it is just 100 enlertaining. Or a driver [alls off an cutside metal
staircase which is icy. Or any of 1he other myriad of Lthings thal can go
wrong in winter 1o cut an already short stall even shorier. And, what
makes the whole thing still more fun, 10 compensaie for a lack of delivery
personal, you send pie makers on the road. Sinoe you needed every one of
them inside to keep up with the business, the people left inside must wark
exiremely hard just 10 try to keep up. It makes for some hard nighits.

Alas and alack, no one now in the sysiem will know Lhe joys that
Seventeenth Ave. has 10 offer. The company finaily decided that Lhe store
just plain wasn't worth the hasales. In truth, Lhe profits were starting Lo
erode becavse the company was forced to spend exire money for security.
So even the high bonus checks that a manager anoe enjoyed were a thiag of
the past. So now Sevenieenth lives only in the minds of Lhose who spent
some pari of their lives there. 1 persomaily only worked there a few times.

I realize that it's unfair to eliminate half of the teams after 3 games,
which comes to a 1ot of money for a little play. AS & resulx, a few
changes have been made as followa::

1) The fees have been reduced — in the US, $2 for the entire tournament;
in Canada, §2 U5 or #3 Canadian; in Europe, $2 US or Z pounds UK;
in other places of the world, $2 US or $3 US-egquivalent in foreign
currency. The entire fes goes into the prize pool, which is doubhled
by thae GM (i.e. for every $1 put in by a player, the GM puts in §l}
and distributed as follows: 1l0% each to the losing semi-finalists,
20% to the losing finalist, and 60% to the winner of the tournament.

2) Instead of 4 divisions, there will be 2 divisiona. Each team plays
every team in its division (excluding itself, of course); tha two
best teams in each division advance to the semi-finals, with the beat
team in one division playing the second-best in the other. This amounts
to at least 7 games per player in a l6-team tournament, and ll per
player in a 24-team tournament. Should there be 32 or more teams in

~fHe tournament, 4 divisions will be used, with each division's winner

advancing. (This would mean at least 7 games per player.)

3) This is supposed to be World Cup. As such, there should be some

- incentive to draw "better" players. Any persan who has finished first

» or second in any soccerleagus season (PEAM, that 1is, and it must have
started with at least 12 teams) can enter this tournament FOR FREE.
("First" and "second" indicate the participants in the league's
championship game - usually the F.A. Cup Final.)
