he order). Each fleet 1s given a convoy order from one adjacent
area (either a sea ares or the army's starting point) to another
(either a sea area or the army'as destination).
Here's the important point: the army te be convoyed isn't givan
a destination - the destination is determined by the chain of fleets.
If foreign fleets are involved in the convey, this may not be the
destination the player owning the army intended]
For examples;
