Mo actual written orders
are necessary for home guard umts, since they always hold.

Those are the rules - got those convoy rules straight, as they are the
hard part of this variant. (Basically, fleets can only convoy from
one adjacent space to another, although the spaces can he Bea spaces
with fleets as well am coastal spaces, and the army to be copnveyed

is ordered to move to the firat fleet in the chain.) This prevents
the "duplicate path" problems - although "unwanted convoy"” takes on a
whole new meaningl Also, there are no new SCs {(except those that arae
"moved” in NMinter 1900), =0 the victory conditions are the same.

One clarification: the players do not have to mark half-strength units
in their orders -~ use "A"™ or "F™ as appropriate. The reports should
say "WA" and "WF". MWalf-strength unmites ("reduced” as per rule 8 or 9)
are "rebuilt" to full strength as per rule 8.
