The
party with a majority of the MPs can "form the government® - thatls,
the cabinet posts ara filled by their party, and theif leader is Prime
Minister. Al any time within five years of the last national alection, the
Prime Minister can ask the Quean (or King, as tha case may ba) for
permission o cali for an ajaction on a specific date {not that tha
Quean would turn the Prime Minister down, but only Her Majesty ¢an
dissolve Parllament); In this case, the Queen gave permission. On
election day, each of the seats is up for election in the appropriate
area. Even Margaret Thatcher's seat Is up for grabs, although she
won quite easlly. When all of the seals are filled, the party with a
ma|ority can form the government. I{ no party gets a majority, It Is a
"hung Parliament® (as had happenad in 197 4); tha party pravigusly in
control would ramain thara for tha moemant, but if Parliament started to
have a number of votes go against the govarnmant, tha Prime Minister
wouid probably ask for another eiaction. (Ona note: if any of tha
individual alactions ands In a tia, thara is no ra-vota; the winnaer is
determined randomly from among the tled finishers.)
