Yes, it's that time of year again - time to (finally) toss out
your Christmas tree, break all of those New Year’'s
Hesolutions you’'ve made, and vote in THE LIFERS.
Unlike certain other porls, THE LIFERS has never been
controversial; yes, everybod Sgnc:rezs it.

And here are THE RUL

1. No more than one baliot per person may be cast. (If
a pearson casts morg than one ballot, all baliots cast
by that person are void.) In order to be valid, a
baliot must be signed by the person casting the
vate and must arrive by the deadline date. There is
NC minimum number of voted categories, nor need
any category have the maximum number of namaeas
to be valid.

2. For each categary, there are five numbered spaces.
Space number one is for the item which the voter
feals best fits the category; space number two for
the second best, and so on through five. For
example, in "Best Latter Column,” space one is for
the best letter column, space two is for the second
best letter column, and so on.

3. Not all spaces need be filled in any category; in fact,
some categories may be left blank. However, within
any category, votes will be moved up to fill any
lower-numbered blank spaces. For example, if a
voter fills in spaces one, three, and four, but leaves
two (and five) blank, then the item in space three
will be moved to space two, and the item in space
four moved up to space three.



The winner in each category is determined by
awarding 15 points for gach number-one space
vote, 10 for each number-two space vote, then 6, 3,
and 1. Ties will be broken by most number-one
space votes, then number-two space voties, and so
on. If the tie cannot be broken, the tied items will
be joint titlists.

If a category receives less than five baliots, or no
item appears on at least three ballots, no titlist will
be named.

SPECIAL RULES FOR TRUE HOBBY MASTEHARS
CATEGOARY: The "True Hobby Masters Society"
has one member - Kathy Caruso. Since she is
already a member, she cannot be elected into the
sociaty, and any votes for her will not be counted
(EXCEPTION: if her name appears alone, it will be
treated as a vote of "none”).

As many names as a voter wishes may be entered in
the "true hobby masters" saction of the baliot. (fa
voter daes not want anyone added to the True
Haobby Masters Society this year, the voter should
enter "none" on the ballot; leaving it biank will mean
that it is not counted.

If a majority of the ballots are marked "none", or no
one is on at ieast 20 percent of the ballots, no one
will be added to the True Hobby Master Society.
Otherwise, the person (or parsons, in case of a tie)
recaiving the most votas will be inducted into the
Society.
