I've just received a letter from John Cain, publisher of
Victoria, one of the major ‘zines in the Austraiian hooby
John informs me that there are, in fact, four major
tournaments in Australia, of which Cancon (not, | have peen
told, "Can-Con", which is wnhat Canagda catlls their
tournament) in Canberra and the New South Wales
Championships in Sydney are the "major” cons, with the
Victoria (in Melbourne) and South Austratia Championships
at a slightly lower level but expected to gain popularity. The
reason that the NSW and Victoria Championships haven't
been considered for IDTR sanctioning (until now) is that this
is the first time *ve heard of them . . . .
Beginning in 1989, the New South Wales Dipiomacy
Championships is an IDTR sanctioned tournament (this is an
addition to the "official 1989 list"). However, if the ViCctoria
Championships were to be added, there would be three
tournaments within too close of an area, so, bein% the
smallest of tha thrae, it isn't sanctioned. {One of the
sanctioning policias is that if three tournamants are 100 close
to each other, it might give people who live in that area 100
much of an advantage over players wha didn't have three
"local" tournaments.} The South Australian Championships
are in Adelaide, which is about 600 mites from Canberra and
slightly farther from Sydney, so this tournament is far
enough away to allow it to remain as an IDTR tournament.

ALSQO, John has mentioned that Australia is willing to host
the 1992 WORLD DIP CON, and that the most likely host
would be the Victorian Championshic;:)s in Melbourne as a
"combined Victoria / Australia / World Championships”. In
order to get more paople to show up, John has mentioned
the possibility of free housing. More on this as it develops.
