In 1863 Prederick VII, King of Denmork, wrote a constitution thet almost
united the statcs of Holstein oand Schleswig with the wother country. Three doys
later beforc the constitution was signed into law, the Xing dicd. Christian IX,
his son, signed the constituticn into low. The Prussians, sceing this as an attack
on their nationalism, allied with fustrin and attocked Schleswig on Feb. 1, 1864,

‘The Dones procceded to losc the war, gnd on QOct. 30, 1064 they lost all rights to
dolstein ond Schlcswig.

The NFU takes positions on non-farm
related issues as well as those directly related to farmers,
with a continuation of the traditional farmers! populism,

LCV -~ League of Conservation Voterse This ghoup is a camgaign
committee which solicits and distributes funds to “"friends
of the envireament+" The LCV has rated Congressmen on votes
going back many years as well as recently, going back to a
p riod when the environment was not a popular issue.

CFA -- The Consumer Federation of America, The CFA 1s a consumer
lobby founded in the mid-sixties as a "counterweight" to
big-business lobbies in Congress.

NAB -- National Association of Businessmen, Here is a typical bige-
business lobby, which supports non-government intervention
in the "private sector," and. economic conservatism,

NSI -- National Security Index of the American Scéurity Council,
This is one of those groups which gtill practice Air Raid




Drills. It vigorously supports aid (of all kinds) tc anti-
Communist countrlies and singles out "unsyupathetic" Congresse
men for watching, and defeat.

ACA ~- Americans for Constitutional Action, This is a strongly
conservative organigzation dedicated to the principles  of
"individual rights, sound money, fiscal integrity, the pri-
vate market, local self-government, and strengthening of
national sovereignty," and against "group morality, a
soclalized economy, inflation, price controls, central
government intervention in local affairs, coercion of indi-
viduals through government regulation, and any surrender of
