Alr Eprce Involvement in world nvents

(author's note: For those who don't know me, my name 1S

elght wWeeks ago., 3asically, 1t says that the Air Force
13 great (which is true), but was meant to point out the
AP's recent involvement in world-wide millitary actions.
Cne fact that isn't included in it i3 the fact that there
were several of the MAC'S planes shot down in Grenada.
Many more would have been, though, 1f we hadn't gone in
to drop the Rangers at 500 ft. This kxept some first-class
Aussian guns from belng able to depress down far enough
to effective. Thank God for our good Amerlican pilots &
superb training programs in all branchs of our armed
services,)

Recent events in Grenada and Beirut have turned the
public's eye squarely on the armes forces of the United
States. Actions of the U, S. Marines, and the Reagan
administration, have been applauded and condemned, but
what has gone practically unobserved in these recent
actions 1s the Alr Porce's key role throughout., In all
of these operations, the Milltary Alrlift Command (MAC)
nas proven without a doubt its capadbility to perform what-
ever task our government gives it.

The lnvasion of Grenada once nore showed that MAC
nas superb operatioconal skill and capacity in a combtat sit-
uation. Under combat situations, several thousand Marine
reinforcemants were flown in during the early days of the
conflict, After mast hostilitles had ceased, over five
thousand troops of the 82nd Airborne were flown ln, Just
velore and during thes Grenada operation, MAC was also a
vital instrument in the recovery and replacemant of Marine
Company Alpha in Beirut folleowing the terrorist bombing
that devastated their command post and killed over two
hundred American soldiers. Hundreds of dead and wounded
had to be airlifted out, and a replacemant company f{lown
in,

While the numbers of troops inveolved 1n these two
actions apear large, accomodating thelr needs proved to be
well within the realm of MAC's capabllities., Various alr
units throughout the southern United States were co-ordin-
ated into the Greadan oreratlions, in which the alr Force
not only nad to put many of the troops in, but xeep them
supplied for about a week's time, This entalled, at some
points, flights leaving ar arriving at the Polnt Salinas
every ninety seconds. This was after Rangers and support
groups had been dropped in under hot combat. conditions.

In performing Lts job with success and precision, MAC prov-
ed, its abilities to support America’'s ground forces.,
pespite the numbers involved, though, MAC apparently
was easlly inside its scope of operations. OQur own Capt-
aln Audenaert, who had occasion to spend several years in
MAC, reflects that operation the size of the Grenadan one
would entail the use of only a few transport squadrons,
or the equivilant thereof., The rellef operations of 3el-
rut would certainly be of small scale, perhaps only in-
volving as few as a half dozZen transports, When question-
ed as to our rapid deployment capacity, the Captain spec-
ulated that moving a division to most any poilnt in the
world could be performed in the spectrum of about twenty-
four ours. It is obvious, therefore, that the Military
Alrlift Command is well prepared to carry out Llts role in
our national defense, With great carrying capacity, quick
operation time, and proven capabillity, MAC provides the
United States and the world with a guarantee of American
capabilitlies to meet threats to 1ts security whenever and
Wherever present..
