Special Rules for Blind-Deadman Diplomacy ‘ ' .

The following rules are adjustments to Stab-Back's houserutes and players
should referr to those rules at the same time as reading these. Avalon‘8ill's
1976 Rules of Diplomacy will also be used.

1.0 the game fee for Blind=~deadman is $3.50, and no sub fee is required.
2.0 "I will'avoid puttinge..." 31is eliminated

3.0 Once a game has been organized each player will be informed of his country
assignment. '

4,0=10.0 no changes
11.0 I will only declare a draw if there are no builds or remcvals for any
country in a period of three years, This rule is subject to my discretion.

12,0-14,0 1o changes

15.0 Press will be subject to exceptional scrutiny, it will not be published
if T feel that it any way compromises the secrecy of the player's
identity. Flayers are encouraged ,however, to send in press that may
help to confuse other players.

16.0 Players will be informed of the positions of their own units, units of
other nations that ithey have come into contact with, and units of cther

players that have enterd territory last cccupied by the players own pieces .in..
the fall, thus the cccupation of non-supply centers can become very impor-—
tant.

17.0 Spying is the only other way to gain information may be gained. There are
two types of spying, direct and indirect.

17.1 Direct spying~ a player may ask me a question about ancther nation
that would be of a type that a spy could find out-an example is—
"How many builds did France get this turnm?" and I will send an
answer according to the reliability degree. Bear in mind that the
difficulty, specdficity, and importance of the information will
effect the reliabity degeee.

17.2 Indirect spying- a player who doesn't ask for direct spying may
rceieve information anyway. This will be determined randomly and
may or may not be useful and is also subject to reliablity degree.

17.3 Reliability Degree- There are three reliability degrees all realting
to a % that tells whether or not you can believe the information:
unconfirmed(25%), reliable(50%), very reliable(75%). The %'s
are what help me determine whether or not to tell you the truth,
a lie, or a partial truth(which would still be considered under a
lie for my purposes). Example: Unconfirmed reports indicate a
Turkish advancing on the outskirts of Sevastopod. this is "uncomfirm-
ed" so there is only a 25% chance of the whole thing being true.

18.0 The GM is judge and jury. If you have a problem with a ruling feel free
to ask me about it, but don't hound me; I can get very iratet!
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
