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History

BULGARIA

Bulgaria was carved out of the Balkan states during the seven-
th century by a Turkish tribe called the Bulgars. Bg the tenth
century Bulgaria controlled an area from the Black Sea, almost
to the Adriatic, and from Greece tn the Danube River. 1t he-
came a major centre of Byzantine culture.‘ln 1014, however,

it was conquered and the First Bulgarian Empire destroyed.

An unrising in 118% established the Second Bulgarian Empire.
When the crusaders cantured Constantinople in 1204 Bulgaria
was apgain the strongest nower #in the region and still expand-
ing., But a Mongol army invaded in 1241, destrnying Bulgaria,
which was finally absorbed into the Ottoman Emnire., 1t wasn't
‘until the nineteenth century that the Bulgarians bepgan to free
themselves from the Ottomans,

In the mid-nineteenth century neasant uprisings erunted and a
revolutionary movement began forming, In 1867 a.secret Bulgar-
ian committee sipgned an apgreemant with Serbia to form a Serbn-
Bulmgarian state. During the Russian-Ottoman War of 1877-78
large numbers of Ottoman landlords left Bulgaria and the peas-
ants succeeded in their revonlt, A liberal constitution was
adonted in 1879 and the national assembly elected a prince to
head it., Yolitics, however, were quite unstable.

In 1903 Bulpgaria tnok advantage of the Young Turk revolt in
Turkey to declare final indenendence. War broke out between
the Balkan states and the Ottomans (1912-13) ending with
Macedonia being divided between Greece, Serbia, nand Bulpgaria.
Another result of this war was the tension between Serbia and
Augtria-Hungary over Serbia's occupation of parts of albania,

During World War I, Bulparia allied with the Central powers in
return for parts of HMacedonia and Thrace formerly occupied by
Serhia and Greece. Following the war, peace treaties estabhlish-
ed new borders in the Balkans and arranpged for large minority
roups to be resettled, This ecalmed friction in the southern
alkans, Communist pnarties started devoloping in the Balkans
immediately after the Russian Revolution, but were outlawed
in Bulpgaria,

During the lDepression years Germany was virtually Bulgaria's
only trading partner and Bulgaria suhsequently joined the
Tripartite Pact, But as Russian tronops advanced into the area
during World War Il, Bulpgaria switched sides., By the end of
1947 the Communiat Party in Bulparia managed to gain contreol of

the pgovernment and joined the Russian blockade of Titn's
Yumgoslavia,

ndern Bulpgaria is firmly in the Soviet bloc and is develonping
an industrial base. Though there is a two party system, the

fulgarian Communist Party (BKP) dominates all local and
national fovernments,

At one point a
gipn infnrmed travellers that the nearest fresh water was
over 200 miles away, even though the river raced a feow
hundred feet helow. Apparently there were a 1ot of skeletons
nf horses at the hottom nf the conyon,

By late morning I was well into the deserts and headed north-
west towards Salt Lake City via a secondary highway.
