: command of General the Marquess
of Pevensey, retcok Tsar Peter's city on the Neva, Their entry
was expected, following the crushing Turkish defeat at the Second
Battle of Narva. ‘

Reports are entering, along with the victorious British troops,
of this great slaughter. At thls early date, it appears that a
brilliant combined operation of British military and naval forces
crushed a mixed force of Turks and Austrians which attempted to re-
sist the offensive. The Turkish Fifth Army was killed, wounded, or
captured almost to the last man, and the Austrian Fourth Army has
fallen back to a defensive position in Livonia., British units in-
velved in the triumph were the Fifth and Sixth Armies, and the
Second Fleet.

Following the men of the Fifth Army are long files of Turkish
prisoners, en route to prison camps in the vicinity of Tammerfors.
Colonel General Motawakkil, commander of the defeated Turkish force,
was killed on the field of battle -- the same field where Karl XII
of Sweden defeated Peter I in 1700,

General Pevensey, the head of one of the oldest noble houses in
England, shows cautious enthusiasm about the future of British mill-
tary operations in Russia, "After several years of confusion," he
told me at an exclusive interview in the Winter Palace, "the reso-
luticn of these shifting alliances favors Engiand. The war is now
uneguivocably between England, with her client-state ¥France, on one
hand, and this jerry-built alliance of Austro-Hungarians, Italians,

XXIX: A certain American, Cecil B, DeMille, together with his
film company, will be formally expelled from Russia, where they have
just arrived te film a plcture glorifying the usurpcr Romanov.

ZZXIT: Turkey and Austria-Hungary will be glven formal diplo~
matic notice that the Russian Empire is the protectur of all the
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small nations of the Balkans. These include Rumania, Bulgaria,
Serbia, Montenegro, Albania, Groece, Makedonia, Besnia, Herzegowina,
Transylvania, Croa%ia, Slovenia, Rumelia, Slovakia, Carpathia,
Behemia, and Scuthern Dobrudja.
