One report frem the Supreme
Peericrat had 1t that it was the denilal of the truth as interpreted by
Velckowsky that has brought dewn the wrath of the Peerireich upon
Angland.

LIVERPOOL (2 February 1904%) Units of the fame Black and Blue CGuard
today occupied Liverpcol. The Capitula-

tien eof Angland's second clty witheut a resistance is being hsiled

in St. Peerigrad as one of the greatest military victories in

Peerireich's hEstory.

Following the Fall 1903 landing in Scarberough, Yorkshire, where
the Guard was greeted by hundreds of cheering Anglans who hailed the
liberation, the Guard begsn a ferced march across Angland to Liver-
pocl. Angland resistance was speedily dispatched outside of York,
and the L4th Yorkshire Battalion of the Queens Own Sharpshooters, most
of whom turned out to be pretty poor shets, was speedily put to
flight. Continuing the march the Guard arrived in Huddersfield the
day befere Christmas and agreed to appear in the city's annual
Christmas pageant where they added a strong note to the famed chorus!
baritone and bass sections. The performance of the town ccmpeser's
new cratoric And the Peerjireich Shall Endure Forever was warmly re-
celved. The ccuposer, P.D.Q.B.S. Bachiannas, has been invited to
compose ancther oratorio fer the capture of Liverpool., Music critics
noted that certaln secticns of the oraterio showed some signs of hasty
re-write., Hspecially in the seccnd section, "And Great Was Their
Victory" where the chorus sahg:

And great was their victory,

and mighty were their armies;
those men of the Black and Blue,
vhe vanquished their foes

and nevered cried woe.
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The ocoriginal text supposedly read:

And great was thelr victory,
and mighty were their armies,
those men of blue and greene.
Wheo vangquished thelr foes,.

and seized their towels,

and waved them, and waved them,
fer all the world to see...

However, this was nct believed tc be appropriate fer the occasicn.

Fellowing the concert the army continued 1ts march across the
Pennine Chain of mountains during the dead of winter. Bypassihg
Manchester and St. Hellans the Guard surrouhded Liverpool in early
Spring. A series of explorateory thrusts revealed the Angland
garriscn was totelly unnrepared {they had spent the Winter whoring
and drinking and decing other natural things) for battle. Rather than
sea his hcnor disgraced, the commander of the garrison commltted
suicide whereon his entire feorce marched out of the city and sur-
rendered en mass to the Guard (an uvBusual situation since the Anglans
are known to be protestant heretics)., Colonel James Justin Dygert,
coemmander of the Queen's Own Irish Sharpshcoters, surrendered the
greene and blue palsely colors cf the regiment to Major General Hans
Verban, of the Guards. The Guard then tock up stations in the city
and prepared to continue the occupation of the country.

SCARBCROUGH (4 February 1904%) The Peericrat's Own Datch Volunteer
Beer Drinkers Regiment landed here

today to joln the occupaticn forces. Upon learngng of the holding

of the annual Scarborough Fair the troops abandoned their weapons

to mix with the natives in a show of friendly comraderie. Wearing

beads, flewers, greene and blue paisley minitowels, and other native

garb the troops eyed the loca lasses and grabbed the local scenery.

ST. TEERIGRAD (5 February 190%) The Supreme Peericrat, Jchann von
Ralstonstadt today anncunced the

attack on Angland was nearly over and that some three-fifths of

the country had been occupled by the jolnt Peerireich-Russian forces.

MALE, MALDIVE ISLANDS (5 February 19C%)  Peerireich marines stormed

ashere here today to seize
the island's main city and only above-water atoll .after it had teen
invaded by Angland's allies the Ceylcnese. The troops quickly dis-
patched the Ceylonese and teok up quarters in the city's famed
Playboy Club. ((The Male Playboy Club???))

LAGOS, NIGERIA, PERILAND (21 January 190%) Postmaster General

Lawrence O'Pgering was
swern ln today as President of Periland follewing his release from
the California Home for the Bewilldered where he had been imprhsoned
by Gevernor Renald Reagan and Gen. Hugie Black Panther Xaos. Gen.
Hershey Lewis led a picked band of 4-F'ers vclunteer troops into the
Home to liberate O'Peering from his cell. They found the president
playing with his tinker toys but ctherwise fine.
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O'Pgering anncunced he was arpecinting the other two major
cocalition candidates to posts in his administratlon. Mayer Joseph
Aliiote of Walnut Creek was tc serve as ambassador te the Peerireich
and Jacque Greehe, cof the Hillsborough PTA Party was %o serve as
Ambassador tc UNISEX, the Internaticnal birth-cowtrel _agency.
