MOVE ANALYSIS  John McCallum ccmments that the divisien eof strength
after the current mcves will be 17-14%-3, rather than
the 16-15-3 I predicted in Vglhalla #12... and he's right. Of
cocurse, I had based this predicticn on the premise of a French-
Turkish alliance facing a Russo-German pact, with Italy, Austria
and England the odd men sut (each with cne unit). What has appa-
rently happened, however, is that Italy has allied with France and,
in return for being allowed to retain Marsellles, is pushing toward
England to outflank the Germanys. If, indeed, Turkey and France are
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allied (despite their mixup in Austria this time) then the balance
is indeed 17-14~3, with England and Austria making up the odd men
out in this triangle.

John Smythe alsc cbjects toc my belittling of the Russian tac-
tics in last issue, mentloning '"there was no reason to expect Zelagz-
ny would commit the Army Armcnia, the Army Rumanla, and the Fleet
Black Sea to eliminate my army in Asia Minor, especilally when these
pleces bordered cn Sevastapol. In the Spring he could've taken
Sevastapol and still baen in positich te secure his three home cen-
ters. If he had captured Sevastapol with the three pileces the move
'A Con-Ank' would have heen a good move." I agree, of course. Ac-
tually, after his smcoth performance in the Spring, Turkey has ap-
parently slipped up. Zelazny moved cn toc Bulgaria, apparently
fecrgetting that to reesstablish contrel of the center he would have
to occupy it after a Fall move. Thus Russia retains cecntrol of the
center, and 1s prevented cnly by the lack of open heme centers from
bullding three this year. (Of course, has Zelazny held in Ceocn-
stantineple this Fall he would still be building only two, and Rus-
sla weuld be building tweo. Since he can reestablish contrel next
year, he has probably not slipped at all.)

Finally, Larry Peery comments that "yecur analysls presupposes
that France and I have a gquarrel, which as of now, at least sc far
as 1 kneow, we de not." He ils, of course, correct in that my analy-
sis did presuppese a French-German quarrel (which, from the current
moves, apparently dces exist), but this serves to emphasize an im-
pertant -- but hitherte unmenticned -~ point: my "move analysis"
each turn is based upcn nothing more than a counsideraticn of the
current and past meves., Certainly it is not based upon a special
knewledge which has ccome my way inh my role as gamesmaster, There-
fere, whatever I say is cnly in the nature of speculation (cr is
an enlargement upon and explanation of scme peint of rule inter-
pretaticn), and shculd certainly not be taken by the players and
indicating scme intelligence about the metives of the cther
players which is nct to be deduced from the game itself,
