MOVE ANALYSIS: Although lnvolving only 22 pieces, the "Fall 1901"
moves preovige a wide variety of examples of move

types. England's moves, for instance, are of three kinds. The Army
Yorkshire is ordered to move (-~) to Norway. In order to get there,
i1t is convoyed (C) by the Fleet North Sea. In order to take Norwey
in the face of the Russian attack from St., Petersbarg (which weuid
otherwlse have caused a standoff in which neither country would nuve
taken Norway) it is surported (3S) in its attadk by the Fleet Norwe-
gian Sea, Had the English army been originally in Edinburgh, Rein-
sel would have had the choice of convoying with either of his flcets,
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and supgorting with the cther. e would still have chosen to cone
voy as he did, however, for If the Worth Sea Fleei had been used as
support it could have been "cut" (interfered with) by a German at-
tack on the North Sea from Holland,

The orders for the Gepman Fleet Holland and the Turkish Army
Bulgaria are underlined (fgil) because they are support orders for - -
moves which were not made, and are thus not successful. There are
ho examples of supports cut by attack in this season.

The French order to the Fleet lMid Atlantic (to attack the south
coast of Spain) contains the notation for coast since from the Mid
a fleet could reach either coast of Spain. The same is true of a
fleet (not an army) in Constantinople moving tec Bulgaria. Without
a coastal specification the move would have falled.

Finally, the Russian Fleet Sevastapol s retreated (by the
Gamesmaster) to Rumania, since that is the only open province adja-
cent to Sevastapol to which a fleet may retreat (Moscow ls landlocked,
and thus closed to fleet occupation), and Armenia is barred to re-
treat since it was from there that the attack came.

‘During the "Winter 1901" season, the Fowers may raise addlitional
units in numbers glven on the supply center chart following the
mpves, Note that these new units may be established only upon cpen
home supply centers not foreign dominated (in future, Russia can not
build in Sevastapol, even if it is unoccupied, without first es-
tablishing ownership of the center in the usual manner). All coun-
tries save Russia may raise either Fleets or Armies. Since both of
Russia's seaports (St. Fetershurg and Sevastarol) are occupied, the
flew Russian unit must be an Army in either Moscow or Warsaw.

ROME (4 October 1901) The Papal Nuncio to Vienna has been seen in
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Vatican Ponlace for two weeks now. The meaning of this Is not clear,
but it is an unusual event, Relations betwesn the Italian Monarchyr
and the Pope are more than strained; it would be safe to say that
they are nearly broken. There is no question but thet His Holiness
would prefer to rogain his territories, particularly the so-called
Patrimony of St. Feter. Ever since the formal end of the Holy Koman
Empire, the Habsburgs have dreamed of rcestoring 1t to its former
glory, but with Imperial control over all parts of the new Reich,
What all this means 18 ncver c¢clear, but Hearst readers should note:
watch Vienna and watch Rome.

VIENNA (September 1901) James Nathanial Shorcy Reports
(International News Service Features)

Rumor has it that Austria will try a series of daring maneuvers this
Fall designed to secure Austris against attack no matter how her
diplomntic situction goes, With the dismantling of the shipyards of
Tricste, all of the skilled military construction personncl of the
Empire arc involved in the manufacture of equipment for the Imperial
armics. The whiteceats are perhaps the most motley army of all
history, with Croats, Socrbs, Northern and Southern Slavs, Ruthenians,
Czcchs, ond literally dozens of other minor notionalities scrving
under Magyar and German officers. Recruiting is vigorous in all
parts of the Empire; thls reporter wonders just how the Imperial
government expects to pay for the troeps. Recrults stream into
Vicnno and Budapest, and there arc insufficient barracks for thelr
quartering,lct alone enough fields for their training.

As predicted in this column last Januery, the new Constitution
has strengthened the government at Vienna enormously. However, taxa-
tion 1s still a tricky mattor for the Empcror, and cven the genlus
of Graf Holoman hos becn unoble to devisc methods of extracting more
than nominal sums from the provinces. It appcars that he has convin=,.l
ced the Emperor of the worth of a new policy: to moke war pay for
itsclf, using forcign congucst as o means of paying for the new
wnlteconts who will protcct the ompire.

TRLIN (29 July 1901) In on unprecedcnted histerical act today the
German Relch dissolved itself in favor of

the establishmecnt of o Peerirecich., Under the lecadership of the
Grand Pcericrat, Johann von Ralstonstadt, the nation will henceforth
bc knhown as the Pegerircich, Supreme govorning authority will rest
with the Grand Poericrat provided the advice and consent of the
Pcoristag is obtnained. Thils dramatic change in the Government has
bceh brought about by the steadily deteriorating situotion on the
continent. The Pecorirelch has been placcd under martial law and a
total mobilization has been ordercd. The Peeristaff has beon placed
under Moershal von Blilow ond the Army has boeh ordcred alerted. Den-
merk and Holland have beon declared protcctorates ond thc Peerircich
will soon ¢xpdnd to incwde thosc territorics.

In othcr actlions the Grand Pcoricrat warned the English Ambnossa-
dor in Borlin that further hostilities toward Russia would bc ro-
ccived with great dlsplcasurc in Berlin., Meonwhilce the Fcericraf
I.inister, Count von Stcfflin, has boon dispatched to St, Fetorsoburg
for consultations with the Czor. The Pcoericerat colled on Italy o
scnd aid to Russia against the Austrian and Turkish invaders.



However, the Dbig news of the month came with the Pesricrat's
resentation of a declaration of war tou the Pesristag against France,
n part of his speechi the reericrst statad:

"The activities of the Franch Government in recent weeks have
been offensive to oue sewss cif noner. Therefore we have decidaed that
France must be placad under cur benevolent protectorship. In line
with this decision we have ordered our forces to occupy certain
territories in Frence. ,

"Although this action is deeply regreted by the Peerireich, we
feel it is necessary to protect the best interests of the Frencian
nation., Therefore, as soon as possible Frenciana will be incorpo-
rated inte the Peerireich.”
