Uncertaln what to do, John applied for eonnul to Don Turn‘bm.., Don  was
adamant that Andy should be evicted froa all bis games, but Jobn decided against this
drastic sction and persly stipulated that sll Andy’'s units should stand unordered for
the current season. Another rsspescted British GM, Bichard Walkerdine, commented that
the aifair "lefl a amsty taste", Well, I had my doubts then, and [ have them even
more strongly now. It seems to me that Andy wee within his rights as a player (though
obviously mot in other reapeots, a& the college authorities would certainly have
confirmed!), In a face-ito-face gams idere 1s certalnly wdithing to prevent players
trying to discover orders by *eaplonage” ;. the rulebook doesn’t mentlon the subject,
thovgh perhaps 1%t should, ~Arguably & rule should be made whereby once orders have
bsen handed to the GM they are sacrosenct; but at present this rule does not exist,
and has not been writisn into any "house rules” that I have asen.
