David Hood may disagree with the
latter but fuck him (No thanks Den, not my type). Some may say l don't do the former but
just prat around and so fuck them too, but I ain't got the energy at the moment. Anyway,
I'11 get back to the point,as 1 have interests outside the hobby, music, alcohol,
football for example, I would not be bored dropping out. As you will no doubt agree, 1'm
highly unlikely to have a family(And the world is very glad of this Den)}1 will not

have responsibilities that will tie me down elsewhere. How many other people cen you

say this for 7 Will we contin ue to recruit enough to replace the vanished ?

0K, until Diplomacy stops being published, we'll be alright, but as everyone
assumes people will enter the hobby, things will only be worried about after that.

Advertising in professionsl games mags, shops etc. 0K, I don't see the former,
I hardly ever enter the latter. Still that does not stop me cbserving that there are an
awful lot of commercial PBM games, who need new players to survive. Obviously they are in
a better position to advertise in these places, well magazines, and keep them going. Teo
be a cynic for a minute, they could say ‘Mention fanzines who run games cheaper than we
do and we won't advertise in your publication....

Well, I still think that we should at least try some of these sources, I think that thewre
18 a vast wealth of difference between postal PBM games and most 'hobby' games. The omly
ones approaching the complexity of PBM are things like SuperBowl and Empires (quiet, dowm
there in Bristol). Whilst the game box flyer does a good job, there are plenty of other
games players out there who would be interested in the hobby.

Denis still : Next trading, if this dies out as zines become more separate, then hobby
news will, what about ManorCon, MidCon and BayCon. I suspect that one of these would
suffer for it, and I know which one 1'd place a fiver on.

So do I, the cong are an integral part of the hobby and two of them don't really seem ‘o
try to put anything back into it. Even ManorCom only has the stats levies etc but there
again most ManorCon organisers are active in other hobby ways.

John Marsden, Strood : On the basis of 14 years experience, I would say that we have c




John Marsden, Stroad : On the basis of 14 years experience, [ would say that we have a
situation that is a continuation of long-running trends. Once upon a time, postal
Diplomacy was a small hobby, and everyone knew nearly everyone else. Conventions were
small and cosy, and there was plenty of postal gossip because nearly everyone had heard
of those 1involved, and newcomers could be assimilated easily.

However, those of use who wanted the hobby to graw had our way, and it did; a
side-effect of relative success is less closeness. The hobby has become more split up and
specialised, and less personal. Hence the lack of gossip. I don't see any real lack of
hobby news, though. I still find plenty to print, although [ have never publicised
hobbymeets, mainly because the dates are usually past before 1 can get into print.

Yas, I agree in part but. Having come into the hobby during the second golden age of the
83-85 period when the hobby was probably at its numerical peak, I was aware of a sense of
community and information exchange that just doesn't seem there now. Perhaps it was the
influence of a group of excellent editors at the timg and the fact that trading hadn't
died. This t{en’t there now, however, now the main-stream zine community has shrunk to
perhaps 20 zines {with about 30 more zine, flyers and zinelets on the fringes} there
appears to be a revival of such a spirit.

John again : The hobby has always been carried along an the enthusiasm of a relatively
small number of people, who are now getting towards middle-age (but, John, John I’'m

only 26 and I only feel well between 18 and 70 depending onm circg) . What is regrettable
is that there are so few of the younger generation who are as enthusiastic, as Mark is.
There's not much that can be done about this - it will either happen or not. The decline
in trading is related though; until 10 years ago it was almost the duty of an editor to
trade widely, and having done s0 we wrote letters to each other snd reacted to each
other's editorials. The gradual decline of trading was bound to lead to fractionalisation
» and so it has proved. Indeed, it feels at times as though only the Zine Pell holds the
hobby together.

As a further thought, generated by comments by Derek Wilson. It may be that the
decline in trading is related to the change in production methods and the et
of zines. My trades cost me about £130 a year, which I regard as my hobby; some zines are
more expensive than Ode. However, I really think that all zines should trade with the
listings zine editor and the statistician - but how can they insist ? .

I lose about £220 a year on trades, counting all copies 8 80p, but how much do I get back
in gzineg. Sure, if I wasn't an editor I'd probably only sub to ASFO, GH, NERTZ, Ode,
CMag, De Excidio, Dolchtoss, U-Bend and The Mouth of Saquron in the UK. Perelandra,
Caroling Command and Commentary and Herces of Olympus in the US and Northern Flame in
Canada. That's not to say that I don't like the other aines that I see but that I trade
for other reasons as well as enjoyment. But, I digress, trading is extremely important to
the hobby as it keeps us together. What John explains inm his first paragraph is

called fannishness and it 18 what makes this hobby worthuhile for many, many people.
Bvery time I hear of another private circulation, one game flyer from an exSpringboarder
and there have been three or four to my knowledge so far, I despair slightly.

I also feel that the more work-based culture amongst the young these days, stops the
ievel of enthusiasm for editing or getting deeply involved in the hobby. But the new
genaration are coming through John, but slowly and at a different level and pace. I
disagree that the zine-listings aine should always trade, I never did and to be honest,
it never hurt the zine. If a non-editor took the rble, then I'd agree.

If there is one thing that gives me hope in the hobby, it has been the great success of
Barry Bond's U-Bend, I just hope that it lives up to its promise. If there ie one thing
that makes me worry, it ig that no real effort is being made cutside the game box flyers
on recruitment. If one thing offers stability, tt is that all the hobby services save the
RR ratings appear to have put themselves on a new, active footing. If there isone thing
that makes me worry, tt i3 the unrelenting unfannigshness and single-mindedness of

Springboard.

So, what do I want out of the next two hobby years. i) I want 5-8 new, fannish zines
each with their oun outlook ii) I want the 'fringe' hobby serviceas brought back into the
public eye 1ii} I want the excellent gervice performed to novices by Danny & Kath Collman
{plug cohorts) to try to represent the needs of the hobby as well as the needs of the
novice tv) After this ts done, I want the biggest, bestest recruttment drive v/ I want
World Dip Con concept sorted out at World Dip Con IV at ManorCon '34.




David Hood, Hickory NC : You seem to say that there would not be capacity in British
zines to handle lots of novices. In the US, the opposite is likely true. We have too many
zines and too many openings for the trickle of newcomers. I think that the biggest thing
for us to do is give out zines/flyers at Cons, and organize Dip events around the
country. We certainly have nothing approaching the ManorCon Dip event.

This is just an impression of mine about capacity. As it happens, what happens in the Uk
18 ag follows. The majority of novices are filtered through a Dip zine called Springboard
run by Danny & Kath Collman. Springboard starts about 1 game a month mainly generated via
the game box flyer. However, the szime runs at close to capacity all the time and
therefore any upsurge would have to be catered for in another manor. Now most zines I see
don't really seem to have that much more capactty. I could be wrong but that's my hwumble
opinion. Zines, flyers, Dip eventa that's the way to do it. Mind you, ManorCon has gotten
so big, to use one of your usages, and is going to move to larger hall on the same site
soon !

A note to feud fans. I am not feuding with Danny & Kath Collman. I personally think that
as an introduction to postal Diplomacy Danny does an excellent job, however, as an
introduction to the hobby, I think it doesn't do such a good job. I normally wouldn't
interfere in thia but Springboard 18 not just another zine, it i8 the heart of the hobby.

Chris Davis, Durham : On your 'What if Christianity ...’ article, I found your chain of
logic convincing as far as it goes, but I think that there are a couple of flaws in it.
firstly, you dismiss the importance of Constentine too easily. The deathbed baptism was
normal practice for Christian emperors long after his reign, being based on an attempt to
reconcile the necessity of committing sins in order to wield the Imperial power, with a
desire to be fully absclved after death. The significance of the 'In hoc signis vincit..'
lies not in its truth or otherwise but in its existence. Its first appearences date not
from the early part of Constantines reign, but much closer to its end, and seem to have
originated with the Emperor himself. This indicates a desire on Constantine's part to
backdate his Christian heritege which he had come to later in his life to his assumption
of the purple and to associate his reign with his religion.

In some ways the article misses the aim it sets itself st the outset, that is
to examine the effects that the non-existance of it would have had on the European
‘culture' and 'civilisation'. The article covers how Christianity came to bave its impact
y not wyhy. I would suggest that Christianity, although in leater centuries a mass
religion, only achieves this status through the concious decision and actions of the
rulers/ruling classes, and in most areas does probably does not expand much beyond this
group before say the eleventh century. Therefore we need to examine what it was that
appealed to these groups about the Christian religion. The most obvious was the authority
given to rulers as the representatives of God on Earth. This links in with the implicit
Christian duty to obey one's overlords, thus Christianity upheld the status quo. As it
developed, the Church alsgo enabled rulers to extend their authority. The network of
bishoprics could be mirrored by civil authority or used to provide it. Further the church
provided literate, intelligent individuals for the staffing of civil administrations.

The general attribution of the appearance of the labarum and the angelic vision was at
the Milvian Bridge, which could hardly be described as late tn Constantine's reign. I
would also dispute the confirmed nature of hig religion. Agreed he interfered at Nicaea,
but that was more in recognition of the rfle of Christianity as a major religion in the
Empire. Certainly, his rulings and speeches show an unusual lack of understanding to many
theological matters of basic tmport. Also doctrine of 'imperator et sacerdos' was only a
following of Imperial doctrine. Also for several emperors after Cometantine the rdle of
Pontifer Maxrimug was continued surely showing, at a time of simple Christian piety, that
the religion was as little ingrained in the Impertial family as it was im the Roman
nobility and senatorial classes.

Your second paragraph ig partly correct, the article did fail to address what it aimed to
do, but I feel that is more due to the scope of it. In the end I had to settle for trying
to find the crux point. Christianity was a religion of the Roman middle class with the
old paganism being prevalent im the senate until the fall of Rome and indeed afterwards
until the time of the Exarches. The rest of your paragraph refers to a period beyond that
of Late Antiquity and if we were talking about the eleventh century, I would discuss 1t,



we aren't, so I won't.

Per pro, deathbed baptism. I had fowgotten about the faet that the Imfamous Bemediction
of the Sword (a general absolution agatnst malicide) was a 10th century addition.

Chris Davis : Finally, I would dispute that Islam would have inherited Europe if
Christianity had not existed. Since Islam is in its roots no more than a Christian
heresy, the one could not have existed without the other. Probably, the Arab expansion
yould still.have occurred, since an individual such as Mohammed would have still had some
1mpgct on h}story, but it might either have been less religiously motivated, or the
religion arising in the Arabian penisula at this time might well have owed more to the
Easte;n Cults and have been entirely different in its attitude to Islam as we knaw it to
ave been.

I'm afraid to say Chris, that that is complete bollocks. Now you know was well as I do
that the main influence on Islam (ag on Christianity) is Judaism. Agreed Isa (Jesus)
plays a part in Islam, but the religion ts not aseriously changed by it. As for a non-
re{tgtous Arab conquest, well, there never really was an Arab conquest. I suggest a quick
gkim through Philip K. Hitti's History of the Arabs, a rewarding book which even manages
to explain Shia and Druze successfully. There were, for those who won't read this book,
very few Arabs after the first Arabic wave. The Arab conquests were the Islamic conquests

Okay, accents, saith he, trying not to find any sort of link.

David Hood : I find all diacussions of accents fascinating. As you might expect, [ fancy
myself somewhat of an expert in Southern sccents in the US. You know, the fact that in
the North Carolina Piedmont region "R" is pronounced hard, but soft in the South Carolina
coastal region. The use of Y'all throughout the South and Y'uns in the Mountains, both as
a form of you, plural.

Do you know how much you sound like Professor Henry Higgina from "My Fair Lady"
when you talk about English/British accents ? As I'm sure you think most Americans in the
South sound the same, I have trouble distinguishing most Brits. I mean, Scots and Welsh
sound significently different (and Denis Jones is off in a linguistical world of his own
in my opinion) but otherwise I am as yet uneducated on the differences in accent. OF
course, at least I can tll an Aussie from s 8rit - most Americans have no clue. They
likely think Mel Gibson is British.... '

You are wrong, I can pin down a few Southerm accent. My university had an exchange
programme with, I think the University of Alabama, and that provided a variety of Deep
South accents. However, the differences aren't as major as in Britain. The main British
accents are generic Southern (near RP), gemeric London, West Country, South Wales,
generic Midlands, Geordie, industrial Yorkshire, Lanes, Liverpool, Glaswegian, lowland
Scots and highland Scots. These are the ones recognised in most linguistic surveys. But
this country has some strange things such as the prevalence of Liverpool intonations by
Welsh-Speakers whan speaking Bnglish. But what really interests me isn't accents but
dialectical survivals, such as the Middle English elements in Black Country, or retemtion
of regularity in the verb "to be' in the West Country (which is a Saxon trait). The same
goes for Appalachia and rural New England where a lot of archatsms survive such as hia'n
and her'n or the one you mentioned Y'uns. Denis isn’t in a world of his own, there are
about 3 million people in our capital city who enmunicate like that and about another
million with an even stronger accent. What it is, ts that it is such a radical divergence
from your soundings of consonants that it makes it hard to understand. My new manager-
but-one i8 from §¥'Awlins and hia accent i8 rather tasty.

The Ubiquitous Bond, Stoke : Of course, the hobby is accentless -- it's devoid of most of
the more divisive personal qualities. Suppose that you get a subber, J.J. Tedious, the
type who never NMR's, always stays in credit, but next to never writes a letter to the
zine. How do you know what age, or colour, or gender they are ? Unless heesh (jjch

a f:i)chooses to reveal it, you've know way of knowing. Zines are great social levellers.

Which i8 a shame, I like to know my subbers and traders on a perasonal level. What they
do, where they work, I really like to have a face to pin to the name, I'd hate this thing
to become impersonal.




Well, I suppose that we'd better move on to other subjects , otherwise people are going
to think that I'm becoming wholesome !

Brian Haunton, Upminster : Something about which I meant to write sometime ago :
homosexuality and psychological treatments of it. I believe that the current, rather
uncontroversial theory is that every person has both hetero- and homosexual phases to
their personality {('phase' in the thermodynamic sense, rather than 'it's a phase (s)he's
going through'.) So anyone will exhibit homosexual behavious, in its widest sense : all
those buddy movies ! (0 Law, those) Similarly, everyone has 'masculine' and 'feminine'
phases, although our culture is not keen on men displaying their feminine phase. (Blah,
blah patriarchy, blah blah, phallocentric).

Blah, Blah tndeed, Brian. But I'm with you 8o far on phases as apropose thermodynamics, I
think, it has been 6 years though.

Brian still : To go off at a slight tangent or two : does the noun 'gay' apply to both
men and women and if so, is there a male equivalent of 'lesbian' ? I'm a little worried
about this having recently read Douglas Hofstadter's essays on the Sapir-Whorf hypothesis
in 'Metamagical Themas'.

Well, to start with 'gay' belonged to men, them it came to mean mem and women, gso most
things were called 'gaysoc' ete. Then the momsterous regiment of liberals got hold of it
and it became 'gay men and lesbians', the curremt vogue ts 'gay men, lesbians and
bisexuals'. I await an attack of the politically correct soon, when we will become
'perkin of same-sex sexuality' and 'temporarily other-sex sexuality perkin' :-(. By the
way, any flaming PC liberals out there who think that person is sexist should see the
Dominus after class.

Brian coninuat : Secondly, I think that we are going to see an increase in tolerance, or
at least the depiction of designer lesbianism : someone at work was talking about a 'hot
lesbian scene' in 'Capital City' recently, slthough one of the characters may have been
holidaying in the Greek [slands, plus the Jeanette and Vita Sackvile-West series on TV
and Andy Garcia's lesbian partner in 'Internal Affairs'. Since American social trends
tend to be ahead of ours, expect one of the major women charcters in a liberal, upmarket,
American series like 'L.A. Law' or 'Thirtysomething' to be gay. I was a bit irritated
that the TV version of 'After Henry' removed all references to Russell's being gay, so I
do not think it likely that British TV will initiate a series, rather than a literary
adaptation, where a major character is explicitly gay.

You don't remember 'Agony' then ? Errm, all this discussion of televisual trends doesn't
mean much to me, like I don't owm a set and rarely watch the communal one here at §
Wigginton Terrace. But lesbians have always been more soctally acceptable than faggots,
mainly because that a lot of heterosexual men get their rocks off on the idea. Also due
to the nature of relationship forming, women are rarely seen as a sexual threat to men,
strong minded heterosexual women who actively seek sexual partners are treated generally
with a combination of fear and wonderment.

Gay Men's Litter

In the summer, a young editor's fancies turn to thoughts of cricket, romantic
literature and long cool glasses of Pimm's. Whilst the modern novel is a good book
for the dreary days of winter, the hopes that sunlight brings usual bring out that
mushy side of me and | like to read, whilst not the Mills and Boon books that infest
York library, the odd simple love story.

Now whilst my passions can usually be slaked with a couple of Mary Wesley's,
Gone with the Wind and the odd 1ittle gem 1ike Eva Luna, there is a side of me that
seeks stories of love and affection between members of the same sex. Gay or lesbian,
I'm not fussy and the great bisexual love story lies on my floor with only three
chapters written.

Now there is something still remaining of my old Politically Correct seif that
stop's me buying the modern day feminist fiction, so I can't do an axe job on that
subject, but for those who want to read some, may [ suggest the purchase of
"Reflections in a Jaundiced Eye" by the admirable Florence King. I do, however, on at
least three occasions a year by books about poufs by poufs, usually in the imprint of
Gay Men's Press or their American cousins Alyson Publications. It is invariably a
mistake and with the price of stuff by minority publishing house, a costly one. The
£4.99 Penguin will be £6.99 or even £7.99 in GMP.

GMP is, in its own way, the product of the politicaily correct, it seeks to
publish books by gay men for the gay community. By doing this, it does in part
contribute to the horrors of ghettoisation that-are occurring in the gay community.
My opinions on this are fairly well known and loathed by priggish idiots everywhere,
but to repeat them, I stick to Terence's maxim "Nothing that is human, is alien to
me". Somethings like Kylie Minogue and Greg Bear are pretty close, but I try.

Of course, some mithering scul or ather is saying unto him or herself that the
moment "But he's supposed to be bisexual, and all we ever get in this column is stuff
about being queer". Well folks, there is no Bisexual Human's Press and there are
precious few bisexual characters outside of science fiction or fantasy. There is no
real 'Great® Bisexual Novel but as I said above, I'm working on it. Anyway, y'all
understand heterosexuality, even those of you who don't subscribe to it, so just sit
back and read.

GMP produce non-fiction works, their books of photographs are, well, devoted to
a narrow subject range. Some of their work is extremely useful and anyone in the UK
who hasn't read their Gay's and the Law is hereby commended to it, pronto. It's
rather PC and there's an awful lot of use of the O-Word and the D-word but the basic
facts are there. But their main output is fiction, woeful fiction of the sort that
shouldn't disgrace a proper bookshop like Waterstone's. A cold collation of mild
pornography, nasty little Utopias, historical romances, "classics" and plain old love
stories.

There is precious little for the bibliophile to get his teeth into, the book
will run through a couple of relationships, before either accepting or rejecting
monogamy. He will be moderately interesting stereotypically, a biker or a sailor and
he probably used to like girls once. There will be the obligatory sex scene (usally
dull), the almost certain scene of Discrimination and Opression and a sickly ending.

This does not app1¥ to "Gay Modern Classics” which were all written before 1960 and
therefore frequently have unhappy endings, heroes who hate themselves and no sex




scene. However, how they qot to be classics is usually a matter for conjecture, if
not wild fantasy.

Some of these books, especially American ones can actually manage to work their
way through a whole book without mentioning anything outside the gay ghetto, except a
bit of 0 & D. Some have gone to downright plagarism in an attempt to produce
something readable. This is not to say that Gay Men are without talent at writing,
considering the careers of Truman Capote, Oscar Wilde and Somerset Maugham make any
such statement ridiculous. However, it is also silly to say that GMP produce nothing
worth reading, I can recommend Tom Wakefield to anybody, but then Wakefield now
wri%e? for another pubiisher and his novels have climbed out of the ghetto and into
rea ife.

Let's take a swift look at two typical "Gay" books. "Surprising myself" is by a
American author Christopher Bram and is basically a love story, it has nice "non-
scene” characters, supportive straights, the usual political points and somehow runs
to 400 pages. It's trite, it's trashy and whilst it shows the odd hint of life when
describing small town life, it fails to entertain nor be any different from say Lisa
Alther's Bedrock which at least has the merit of diversity, characterisation and
reality.

The second is "Unnatural Relations" by Mike Seabrook, it is a story about
enduring teenage love through trials and tribulations. It features an extremely adult
public schoolboy and the development of his relationship with another man. It shows
the horrors of what happens when the law catches up with such liasons (providing the
obligatory O & P), some beastly parents, the Pauline conversion of the one
character’'s family and a wee bit of philosophy. It's very Englfsh and moderatly well
written. I could have raved over it. Sadly, it is a modernised version of Simon
Raven's "Fielding Gray", a book that it even has the gall to mention within it's
pages and a book to which it cannot hold a candle to.

So what is wrong with this growing, nay, burgeoning field of lfiterature. Is it
Jjust GMP ? Or is it some other reason ?

My theory is that it is the existence of GMP that causes it. Lord knows, people
have been writing about poufs and pervs since time immemorial. However, recent moral
climates (mainly caused by Saul of Tarsus f1 45 AD} led to books that expressed same-
sex realtions-generally being either in deep coded writing "Dorian Gray", or showing
the deep guilt kick "Querelle of Brest" or being out to sell by shock “Last Exit to
Brookiyn".

Into the post Stonewall world comes the idea of a gay community and amongst the
plethora of Seventies help groups come GMP. Then arrives a standard vicous circle,
GMP's books are rarely reviewed outside the gay press, therefore the books are aimed
at the reviewers in the gay press - who appear, at least in the UK, to have discoed
their braincells loose in the Seventies. This only encourages the general style of
the average GMP book, the 0 & D, the sex scenes, the straight boys turning queer and
other general politically correct behaviour patterns.

I posit that GMP 1ike the gay community has to radically change its thinking and
its policy in order to achieve its objectives. Whilst both were once good ideas and
are still necessary to some degree, they stand the increaing chance that their
continous polarization and self-sterotyping will reduce their effectiveness.

It is perfectly possible for books with gay characters to be published now by
mainstream presses. Ye Gods, you can't stop tripping over them in the modern novel
section these days. Penguin produced "The Swimming Pool Library" in 1989, Corgi/Black
Swan have made a mint out of Maupuin and there have been plenty of others.

Even more encouragingly, books now appear on our shelves with characters who
just 'happen' to be gay it them, not to make some moral point like Satre's Daniel,
nor to hand out a stereotype like Amis pere, nor for token reasons. But because they
fit in properly.

However, for the poor biblophile who still reads books by GMP, because they are
"gay books by gay people”, then I'm afraid the descent to a literary hell is easy.



GAY PRIDE - WHY I'M GOING

In two days, I shall get up at 6.30am, for the reason that I am going to London.
I'm going to take part in a demonstration, that demonstration being the annual Gay
Pride march through the streets of London.

This year, however, is different from other years as it is probably the first
year that I've actually thought "why am I going to Pride ?".

Those are the easy ones, the final one is the philosophical and political desire
to go and that is what troubled me.

There is, and I'm loath to mention it again but.., a large number of people in
this country who feel that I should not be allowed to do as I wish in bed, in my
privacy with a consenting partner. Further to that, the law of England places further
pettifogging restrictions on my rights as an individual to have a sex life and not
all of these apply to homosexual acts. I do not think that it is the right of the
accursed state to interfere in such matters, nor is it the right of religious bodies
to try to change the law on these things.

Some time ago, news was announced that Larry Peery, an United States editor
who has been in the hobby since tte earliest days tntended to start to
publigh a zine entitled World Diplomacy which was to atd and abet the
international hobby in its growth. At that time, cynical little me called it
"4 jourmal of internmational Larry Peery™, based in pars partem on Larry’s
career as editor of Diplomacy World the North American flagship ztine.

I was, as usual, correct. The first igsue of World Diplomacy is chockfully of
internattonal Larry Peery, or as Larry himself calls it Peeriblah. However,
Peeriblah, whilst long-winded has at least the virtue of being gomething to
read and to discuss!for this Larry is no lamb.

Answers to Queries

Historical claims are allowed to areas that have changed their religion, this claim
is maintained until sold, transferred, discarded or an LDH card comes along. These
claims are ‘titular' and retain no diplomatic significance until the area is
reconverted back to the claimants religion.
